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Choosing a Confirmation Sponsor

Candidates for Confirmation fittingly seek the spiritual help of a Sponsor. A
sponsor is someone who walks with you on the journey of faith leading to the
celebration of Confirmation. Your sponsor is a special kind of person in your life, one
who shares with you his or her own faith, knowledge, and experience of being a faithful
Catholic.

During the rite (or ceremony) of Confirmation, your sponsor will present you to
the bishop and to the community, as a sign of your readiness to receive the sacrament.
Your relationship with your sponsor does not end with the ceremony; however, he or
she has the important task of continuing to help you as you grow in your faith.

Your sponsor should be someone who has already had a good influence on your
life in the Church. To emphasize the unity of Baptism and Confirmation, it is appropriate
that the sponsor be one of the candidate’s Godparents. You are encouraged to choose
one of your baptismal godparents to sponsor you for your Confirmation, but you may
also choose another adult who is a practicing Catholic. Parents are not eligible to be
Sponsors.

A sponsor must:

- Be atleast 16 years old and not the parent of the person they are sponsoring
and having received the three sacraments of initiation: Baptism, Confirmation
and Eucharist.

- Strive to faithfully participate in Mass on Sunday and Holy Days and receive
Holy Communion.

- If unmarried: not cohabitating with another individual.

- If married: validly married to my present spouse in the presence of a Catholic
priest or has received proper Dispensation from a Bishop.

- Give full support to the person they are sponsoring by their prayers and by
the Christian example of their daily life.

The duties of a sponsor are:
-To assist you as you prepare for the sacrament of Confirmation
-To attend special gatherings where you can discuss your preparation
-To stand with you at the Confirmation ceremony and present you to the Bishop
-To help you live as a follower of Jesus Christ

Sponsors will be asked to attend sponsor classes through the preparation year. If your
sponsor cannot make it, a parent/gaurdian must attend in their place.

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Service Requirements

Service is an important part of our Catholic faith, which is why it is such a vital part of the
Confirmation journey. For your service requirement you will need to complete service in ALL the
following ways:

Family Service: Offer extra service to your parents, siblings, grandparents, etc. for at least three
hours. We live in a community of family and every person in that family should be at the service
of the other. Document any special service project you did for your family and how long that
took, i.e., raked the leaves; cleaned my grandmother’s house; cleaned the garage for my
parents, etc.

Parish Service: Offer at least 3 hours of service to your parish. We live in a community in family,
faith, and the secular world. Our faith community is our family at Church. Offer your service to
any event that is happening at St. Mark from beginning to end. Document this event and
describe what you did to make it better.

Outreach Service: Offer at least 3 hours of service to your larger community of Fallston, or
where-ever you live. Our larger community is a family too and you are a part of it. Offer your
services through St. Mark to places like Restore, casserole making event for Our Daily Bread,
the Food Pantry or some other project that connects you to the larger community.

Try and make service something that becomes second nature, as it should be with all
Christians. Make sure you get a signature from an adult who was there. Home service can be
signed by a parent. Make sure you try to accomplish service in all the categories and document
it on this sheet.
