They deliver 
life affirming counseling and health services for women with unexpected pregnancies. Services include 
an ultrasound exam to clearly see the life and beating heart of a baby growing in the womb.                    
Their compassionate staff have helped women choose life for more than 5,000 babies across four      
Massachusetts centers since their first office opened in 1994.
Your Options Medical also provides counseling for any person struggling with regret from a past      

abortion. This is so important because studies have shown that 1 out of every 4 of us 
have been impacted in some way by abortion and that 60% of women who have had an 
abortion would have preferred to keep their baby.
Since all services are free, Your Options Medical can only operate with your support.
