THE ELECTION OF POPE LEO

XIV. has a personal connection for
Father Tom Moisan, formerly a member
of the Order of St. Augustine, now a
Priest of the Diocese of Hamilton. Pope
Leo, formerly Robert Francis Prevost,
from Chicago’s southside, grew up
about a mile away from the childhood
home of Father Moisan. Father Moisan
was ten years older than Father Prevost,
but they knew one another as
“southsiders” and as Augustinians. In
time, “Father Prevost” became the
Provincial Superior of the Augustinian
Chicago Province, and later, Superior
General of the Order of St. Augustine. In
1999, Father Prevost attended the
funeral Mass of Father Moisan’s mother.
