Divisibility –  a number that does not have a remainder after dividing 
Divisibility Rules – when a number is divided and does not have a remainder
A number can be divided evenly by: 
2:   if the last digit is even (0,2,4,6,8) 
3:  if the sum of the digits can be divided by 3
        ex ( 354     3 + 5 + 4 = 12) 12 can be divide by 3 so 354 can be divided by 3
4:    if the last two digits is divisible by 4.  Sometimes you may have to do the 

           actual dividing of the last two digits

5:   if the last digit is 0 or 5 
6:    if the number can be divided by both 2 and 3 
9:     if the sum of the digits can be divided by 9 

          ex ( 8,253     8 + 2 + 5 + 3 = 18) 18 can be divided by 9 so 8,253 can be ÷ by 9

10:   if the last digit is zero
