From the desk of the  
senior priest-retired 

 
 From this weekend’s reading from the  
SECOND BOOK of KINGS we read that the 
prophet Elijah fed a hundred  
people with only twenty barley loaves.  
(A barely loaf of that era of Elijah and later 
Jesus would be similar in size to an average  
hamburger bun today.) In our gospel passage 
St John, the Evangelist mentions “men…about 
five thousand in number,” whom Jesus fed 
with “five barley loaves and two fish.” Jesus 
blessed these men (were there also any  
women and children who were fed?) with 
such an abundance of that “fragments left 
over…filled twelve wicker baskets.”  
 
 As I reflect on my own abundance of food 
here in the rectory, I thank you dear  
parishioners for your support and God’s sup-
port of you to enable you to be generous. Both 
parish priests and parishioners are challenged 
by Jesus’ admonition elsewhere in the gospel  
concerning judgement time: “I was hungry, 
and you gave me food.” (Matt. 25:35).  
 
 Perhaps enough time has passed since the  
horrible assassination attempt on Mr. Trump 
to see a little humor. The presidential  
candidate and I now have a corporeal  
connection. He lost a piece of his right ear as a 
result of that evil act. Over a year ago I wrote 
here that I lost a chunk of my left ear in  
surgery to remove a squamous cell carcinoma 
from my ear’s rim. At the Second Coming of 
Christ with the Resurrection of the Body, both 
Mr. Trump and I may be delayed acquiring 
replacement ear parts.
