a. Liturgy Committee:

d. Homebound Christmas Card Outreach:  Feedback was positive from our 32 homebound parishioners.

b. Photo Directory Update:  A subcommittee reviewed parish photos and submitted several ideas.  Father asked that this committee meet again to work on the additional history of the church and finalize what will be included in the 100th Anniversary Directory.

c. Parish Finance and CMD Update:  Father stated we are on schedule with the budget and all bills are paid to date.

d. Stations of the Cross:  Will again be on Sundays at 6:00 PM.

e. Lenten Video/Scripture Study. Wally suggested we do small group studies similar to those done during Advent.
f. Divine Mercy Sunday:  This falls on 4/16 and during Rosary Warriors the Divine Chaplet will be read.
