IN MEMORIAM
PoprE FrRANCIS

1936-2025

Dear Friends,

This past week, the announcement of the death of our Holy Father, Pope Francis reached our ears. As we mourn his loss,
and pray for the repose of his soul, here are a few things | will remember him for:

“The beautiful gesture” - The decision to go pay his hotel bill on his own, despite just being elected Pope; his decision to
invite the homeless to his birthday party; his warm embrace of the man whose body was covered with boils and sores;
washing the feet of inmates on Holy Thursday; and even his blessing of the people on Easter Sunday, hours before his
death. Pope Francis will be remembered for his beautiful gestures.

St. Francis of Assisi - A Jesuit Pope embraced the Franciscan’s patron saint for his namesake. As we look upon his 12 years
as Pope, he was quite true to the name he chose. His love for the poor, personal embrace of poverty, and reverence for
the dignity of all levels of creation. His heart reflected several qualities of the Poverello from Assisi.

The Holy Family - He had a great devotion to Our Lady, and always sought her intercession. He would visit the Basilica of
Santa Maria Maggiore before and after any pilgrimage he made outside of Rome, and has requested to be buried in that
basilica, near the icon of the Virgin Mary known as Salus Populi Romani.

He also had a deep personal devotion to St. Joseph. He had a small statue of St. Joseph sleeping on his desk, and would
place notes with prayer intentions underneath it. He often highlighted Joseph’s role as protector, of Jesus, Mary, and the
Church, and as a model of fatherhood, faith, silence, and obedience to God’s will. Pope Francis dedicated a Year of St. Jo-
seph in 2020-21, and also approved the inclusion of St. Joseph’s name in all Eucharistic Prayers.

Evangelization - This work of the Church is the messiest. How do we get the truth of the Gospel and the life of Christ into
the hearts of those who don’t believe in God or don’t trust or want Him? The work of evangelization is essential to rescue
those wounded by our postmodern, relativistic society. Pope Francis had a keen awareness of the destructiveness of sin,
and he encouraged the Church to show the world the merciful face of Christ. This art of accompanying others, listening to
them, and being close is often uncomfortable for us, yet if we fail to interact with those naturally in our daily lives, how will
they ever discover the truth, freedom, beauty, power, and life of the Gospel? | believe this will be Pope Francis’s greatest
impact as it is unpacked, especially as its misinterpretations are dismissed and the heart of his challenge to us is embraced.

Eternal rest grant unto Pope Francis, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon him. May his soul and the souls of all the
faithful departed through the mercy of God, rest in peace.

Queridos Amigos,

La semana pasada, nos llegé el anuncio del fallecimiento de
nuestro Santo Padre, el Papa Francisco. Mientras lamentamos su
pérdida y rezamos por su eterno descanso, aqui les dejo algunas
cosas por las que yo lo recordaré:

“Su hermoso gesto” - Su decision de pagar la cuenta del hotel él
mismo, a pesar de haber sido elegido Papa recientemente; su
decision de invitar a las personas sin hogar a su fiesta de cumplearios;
su cdlido abrazo al hombre cuyo cuerpo estaba cubierto de llagas
y Ulceras; el lavado de pies a los reclusos el Jueves Santo; e incluso
su bendicion a la gente el Domingo de Pascua, horas antes de su
muerte. El Papa Francisco sera recordado por sus hermosos
gestos.

San Francisco de Asis - Un Papa Jesuita abrazé al santo patron de
los franciscanos por su nombre. Al recordar sus 12 afios como
Papa, el fue fiel al nombre que eligié. Su amor por los pobres, su
aceptacion personal de la pobreza y su reverencia por la dignidad
de todos los niveles de la creacidn. Su corazon reflejaba varias
cualidades del Poverello de Asis.

La Sagrada Familia - Tenia una gran devocion a la Virgen Maria 'y
siempre buscaba su intercesidn. Visitaba la Basilica de Santa
Maria la Mayor antes y después de cualquier peregrinacién que
hacia fuera de Roma, y pidio ser enterrado alli, cerca del icono de
la Virgen Maria conocido como Salus Populi Romani.

También sentia una profunda devocion personal por San José.
Tenia una pequefia estatua de San José durmiendo en su escritorio
y debajo colocaba notas con intenciones de oracién. A menudo
destacaba el papel de José como protector de Jesus, Maria y la
Iglesia, y como modelo de paternidad, fe, silencio y obediencia a
la voluntad de Dios. El Papa Francisco dedicé el Afio de San José
en 2020-21 y también aprobd la inclusién del nombre de San José
en todas las Plegarias Eucaristicas.

Evangelizacion - Esta labor de la Iglesia es la mas compleja.
¢Cémo podemos llevar la verdad del Evangelio y la vida de Cristo
a los corazones de quienes no creen en Dios, no confian en El ni
lo desean? La labor de evangelizacion es esencial para rescatar a
quienes han sido heridos por nuestra sociedad posmoderna y
relativista. El Papa Francisco era profundamente consciente de la
destructividad del pecado y animé a la Iglesia a mostrar al mundo
el rostro misericordioso de Cristo. Este arte de acompaiiar a los
demas, escucharlos y estar cerca a menudo nos resulta incdmodo.
Sin embargo, si no interactuamos con ellos de forma natural en
nuestra vida diaria, écomo descubriran la verdad, la libertad, la
belleza, el poder y la vida del Evangelio? Creo que este sera el
mayor impacto del Papa Francisco al ser desglosado, especialmente
al descartar sus interpretaciones erréneas y aceptar la esencia de
su desafio.

Concede, Sefior, el descanso eterno al Papa Francisco y que brille
para él la luz perpetua. Que su alma y las almas de todos los

fieles difuntos, por la misericordia de Dios, descansen en paz.
