STEUBENVILLE YOUTH TRIP 

In mid-July, St. Therese brought 64 teens, plus 25 teens from 
neighboring parishes and several adult chaperones, on a five-day 
pilgrimage to the Steubenville Conference in Springfield, Missouri. 
The heart of the weekend is a conference that gathers 4,000 
young Catholics to hear powerful talks about Jesus, sing praise 
together, repent and go to Confession, worship Jesus in Eucharistic 
Adoration and Mass, and process it all in small groups of young 
men or women. Our extended weekend also gives us the  
opportunity to have daily Mass together, pray the Rosary and 
Chaplet of Divine Mercy, meet new people on the bus, and share 
testimonies of God changing our lives on our long drive home. 
 

Some teens had their first profound encounter with Jesus, the kind 
that turns a God you hope exists into one that you are certain is 
real, and leads you to rethink everything in your life. Others had 
encounters that made clear to them that God is 
near and He is good, that He loves them deeply 
and personally. We also saw teens who  
experienced consolation, peace, and healing as 
they handed over their sin, fear, and past to 
the Lord and experienced a new level of trust. 
This was the first year that we brought a group 
of students trained as peer leaders who helped 
lead small groups, pray with other students, 
and make an extra effort to notice and care for 
those who were in need. Our teens are hurting 
in many ways, and Jesus is undoubtedly the 
answer. It is a deep blessing that this retreat 
makes it easier for our teens to encounter Him 
each summer. 
 

We want to thank all of the parents, teens, and 
parishioners who made financial sacrifices to make this powerful 
and spiritually-fruitful trip possible. Special thanks go to the  
Catholic Foundation of the Diocese of Green Bay who granted our 
group $21,600 to cover the conference admission for all of our 
participants. This comes through the Raising Vocations Fund, and 
with over 15 teens in our group who walked up publicly in the 
closing Mass to declare their openness to a religious vocation, we 
hope that this investment will bear much fruit in our diocese. 
Please continue to pray for our teens, their families, and our adult 
leaders, and please continue to invest in helping us to meet the 
many needs of our teens throughout the year. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

A mediados de julio, Santa Teresita llevó a 64 adolescentes, además 
de 25 adolescentes de parroquias vecinas y varios chaperones 
adultos, en una peregrinación de cinco días a la Conferencia de 
Steubenville en Springfield, Missouri. El corazón del fin de semana 
es una conferencia que reúne a 4,000 jóvenes católicos para escuchar 
poderosas charlas sobre Jesús, cantar alabanzas juntos, arrepentirse 
e ir a Confesión, adorar a Jesús en la Adoración Eucarística y la 
Misa, y procesarlo todo en pequeños grupos de hombres o mujeres 
jóvenes. Nuestro fin de semana extendido también nos da la  
oportunidad de tener Misa diaria juntos, rezar el Rosario y la  
Coronilla de la Divina Misericordia, conocer gente nueva en el  
autobús y compartir testimonios de Dios cambiando nuestras  
vidas en nuestro largo viaje a casa. 
 

Algunos adolescentes tuvieron su primer encuentro profundo con 
Jesús, ese que transforma a un Dios que esperas que exista en uno 

que estás seguro de su realidad, y te lleva a replan-
tearte todo en tu vida. Otros tuvieron encuentros 
que les hicieron evidente que Dios está cerca y es 
bueno, que los ama profunda y personalmente. 
También vimos a adolescentes que experimentaron 
consuelo, paz y sanación al entregar su pecado, 
miedo y pasado al Señor y experimentar un nuevo 
nivel de confianza. Este fue el primer año que trajimos 
a un grupo de estudiantes capacitados como  
líderes que ayudaron a dirigir grupos pequeños, 
orar con otros estudiantes y se esforzaron por  
reconocer y cuidar a los necesitados. Nuestros 
adolescentes sufren de muchas maneras, y Jesús 
es, sin duda, la respuesta. Es una gran bendición 
que este retiro facilite a nuestros adolescentes su 
encuentro con Él cada verano. 

 

Queremos agradecer a todos los padres, adolescentes y feligreses 
que hicieron sacrificios económicos para hacer posible este viaje 
tan enriquecedor y espiritualmente fructífero. Un agradecimiento 
especial a la Fundación Católica de la Diócesis de Green Bay, que 
otorgó a nuestro grupo $21,600 para cubrir la entrada a la  
conferencia de todos los participantes. Esta donación proviene del 
Fondo para la Recaudación de Vocaciones, y con más de 15  
adolescentes de nuestro grupo que participaron en la Misa de 
clausura para declarar su apertura a una vocación religiosa,  
esperamos que esta inversión dé mucho fruto en nuestra diócesis. 
Les pedimos que sigan orando por nuestros adolescentes, sus  
familias y nuestros líderes adultos, y que sigan invirtiendo en  
ayudarnos a satisfacer las numerosas necesidades de nuestros 
adolescentes durante todo el año.
