Prayers from The Angel of Peace (1916)  
The Angel of Peace appeared three times to the little shepherds of Fatima to prepare 

them for the future apparitions of the Virgin Mary. The children were given The  
Pardon Prayer and The Angel’s Prayer during these encounters. 

The Pardon Prayer 

“My God, I believe, I adore, I hope, and I love You. I ask pardon for those who do not 
believe, do not adore, do not hope, and do not love You.”  

The Angel’s Prayer 
“Most Holy Trinity, Father, Son and Holy Spirit, I adore You profoundly, and I offer 
You the Most Precious Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of Jesus Christ, present in all 

the tabernacles of the world, in reparation for the outrages, sacrileges and indiffer-
ences by which He is offended. And by the infinite merits of His most Sacred Heart 

and the Immaculate Heart of Mary, I beg the conversion of poor sinners.”  

(During this third apparition, the Angel gave Holy Communion to Lucia with a Host 
from which fell some drops of the Precious Blood which were  

gathered in the chalice. Francisco and Jacinta, who had not yet made their First Holy 
Communion, were instead given the contents of the chalice in its place). 

Prayers from Our Lady of Fatima (1917) 
The Fatima Prayer/Decade Prayer 

“O my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us from the fires of hell, lead all souls to  
Heaven, especially those most in need of Thy mercy. Amen.”  

Mary told the children that people should add this prayer to the end of each decade of 
the Rosary.  

The Eucharistic Prayer 
“Most Holy Trinity, I adore Thee! My God, my God, I love Thee in the Most Blessed 

Sacrament.”  

The Sacrifice Prayer 
“O Jesus, it is for the love of Thee, in reparation for the offenses committed against 

the Immaculate Heart of Mary, and for the conversion of poor sinners  
[that I do this].”  

Mary gave the children these prayers on June 13th, 1917. The Sacrifice Prayer is 
meant to be recited when you are offering up suffering to God.
