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WHAT IS THE CATECHESIS OF THE

GOOD SHEPHERD?
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd is an experiential approach to the spiritual formation of children 3-12 years of age.  

Developed in 1954 by Hebrew scholar and theologian, Dr. Sofia Cavaletti and Montessori trainer, Gianna Gobbi, the Catechesis recognizes the existing relationship between God and the child and aims to nurture this relationship by helping the child “come close to God all by myself.” 

In 1984, the Association of the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd was formed in North America.
Based on Montessori principles, the Catechesis introduces the child to the Scripture and the Liturgy through hands-on materials. These materials free the child to contemplate his/her own relationship with God and the Church. The catechist and the child are co-learners, seeking together the mystery of God and God’s Kingdom.
