St Benedict’s Capital Campaign Update 09/16/24   

The Parish Council met on Monday, July 16th , 2024, to discuss our 
primary project under the Capital Campaign, which is to replace the 
roof of the church and repair the chimney of the church.                                                                                      
 The finance committee spoke with several contractors for bids and 
at this time have only one bid for replacing the roof with asphalt shin-
gles, with fiberglass strip, with guarantee for 50 years.                                                                                             
 The parish council is requesting the finance committee to continue 
to get bids for the roof and we need separate bids to repair the chimney 
of the church. The chimney should be repaired before the new roof.                                                                                                   
 If you know of a contractor that would like to give us a bid for the 
roof or chimney, please give that information to one of the finance 
committee members. Their names are listed in the bulletin. At this time, 
the parish council can’t make an official decision until we have a pas-
tor, which will probably be after the first of the year. However, we hope 
to have adequate information and recommendation for when our new 
pastor arrives. Periodic announcements will be posted in the bulletin 

and  announced at Mass.
