Weekly Reflection

Dear Friends,

This Sunday’s readings gently — and firmly — lead us into deeper prayer and honest
introspection as we stand on the threshold of Lent (Ash Wednesday is next week). The
Gospel may make us wince — “pluck out your eye... cut off your hand...” — yet beneath the
stark imagery lies something far more tender: Jesus calling us beyond surface obedience
and info true interior conversion.

The pursuit of right and wrong, good and evil, is not abstract. It is personal. Most of us
would readily admit that our stories are nuanced. The Confiteor reminds us, “through my
fault,” and the Lord’s Prayer teaches us to ask forgiveness even as we extend it. We fall
short. We misjudge. We wound. And we are wounded.

The question is not whether we have stumbled. The question is what we will do next. Will we
allow our failures to define us — or will we allow them to glorify Jesus Christ, who never tires
of pouring out immeasurable grace? When we surrender our shortcomings to Him, we are
not shamed — we are lifted. Raised beyond sin. Drawn into true life.
