The Encyclical Magnifica Humanitas is issued as part of the Teaching Authority of the Pope and so 
it is considered part of the Ordinary Magisterium of the Church. As such, it requires of us the    
Obedience of Faith. Reading the document will be essential in addressing the many questions     
people should be asking about various issues. 
 

Small group studies are always a good way to proceed. There will most likely be study resources 
made available in the coming weeks or months. Thank you for your time and attention in reading, 
digesting, and promoting this new encyclical of Pope Leo.
