      From Fr. Jay’s Desk 

 
 Greetings of peace and joy in the precious name of our Lord Jesus Christ. My name is Fr.Jayaraj 

Kalivela (Fr.Jay) one of the Parochial vicars in our Pastorate15.  I am from India. I was born on 1st October 

1974 in one of the traditional Catholic villages in South India. In have one younger brother and two younger 

sisters. They all got married and have two children each. My parents got retired and are in village.  After 

finishing my schooling in my native village I joined in the seminary and studied my philosophical studies and 

theology in the Regional seminary of our state Andhra Pradesh. I was ordained on 24th April 2001 for the 

diocese of Nellore. As the priest I have served in different parishes as parochial vicar and pastor. After 9 years 

of service in the diocese, in 2009 I went to Rome for my higher studies. I obtained my doctorate in canon law 

from the Pontifical University of Urbaniana. While I was in Rome I had the privilege of serving in different 

parts of England and got a chance of exposure to different cultures in Europe. For the first time in 2014 I have 

visited USA as a supply priest for short time (3 months) After completion of my studies in Rome, in  2016 I 

went back to my home diocese Nellore and served in the administration of the diocese as the Chancellor and 

property in charge. In August 2022 I came to the diocese of Madison. For last 10 months I served at St. Olaf 

Catholic church, Deforest. WI. 

 Looking back 22 years of my priesthood, it has been a great privilege and honor to be the priest of 

Christ. Unworthy I am from rural village He has called me and gave lots of opportunities to serve Him in 

different areas. I am always grateful to the Lord for the gift of priesthood. As priests we are called to serve the 

people and to get them closer to Christ. As Pope France would say, the pastor should know the smell of the 

sheep. I want to be with people and serve them. 

 Thanks all for your warm welcome to me and the love and the care that you are showing. As we grow 

and walk in the path of Christ, we will come to know each other better and better. Keep praying for us priests.
