The Shock of Freedom
Between August 2016 and June 2017 I was treated for can-
cer with surgery, chemotherapy, and radiation. I entered that
time as if it were a pilgrimage, guided by the adage that “the
Camino gives you what you need, not what you want.”
Some days were good, some not so good, but over all I did
really well. So, though I had been told it was normal, I was
surprised to feel mildly depressed after the final radiation
treatment.
I thought a lot about Lazarus during the months before I felt
restored to life. What was it like for him to be dead and
suddenly find himself alive? How did it feel to emerge from
the tomb, his burial bands thrown aside, his face uncovered?
He was naked as a newborn, all his senses on heightened
alert. He must have smelled the stench Martha worried
about. His eyes once again gazed at his loving sisters and
his beloved friend Jesus.
Most people have experiences that hint at what Lazarus
knew. Like me, it might have been cancer or another serious
physical illness. People trapped in a cycle of addiction,
treatment, and relapse know it. Their families know it even
more. And anyone who has experienced the mercy of the
confessional knows the shock of freedom that forgiveness
bestows.
Sometimes, in our panic and fear, we cry out like Mary did,
“Lord, if you had been here . . .” But Jesus is always with
us, and he always acts “for the glory of God”—sometimes
when we want it, but always when we need it.

St Francis of Paola, April 2
Francis of Paola was a man who deeply loved contempla-
tive solitude and wished only to be the “least in the house-
hold of God.” Yet, when the Church called him to active
service in the world, he became a miracle-worker and in-
fluenced the course of nations.
After accompanying his parents on a pilgrimage to Rome
and Assisi, he began to live as a contemplative hermit in a
remote cave near Paola, on Italy’s southern seacoast. Be-
fore he was 20, he received the first followers who had
come to imitate his way of life. Seventeen years later,
when his disciples had grown in number, Francis estab-
lished a Rule for his austere community and sought Church
approval. This was the founding of the Hermits of St. Fran-
cis of Assisi, who were approved by the Holy See in 1474.
In 1492, Francis changed the name of his community to
“Minims” because he wanted them to be known as the least
(minimi) in the household of God. Humility was to be the
hallmark of the brothers as it had been in Francis’s person-
al life. Besides the vows of poverty, chastity and obedi-
ence, Francis enjoined upon his followers the fourth obli-
gation of a perpetual Lenten fast. He felt that heroic morti-
fication was necessary as a means for spiritual growth.
It was Francis’s desire to be a contemplative hermit, yet he
believed that God was calling him to the apostolic life. He
began to use the gifts he had received, such as the gifts of
miracles and prophecy, to minister to the people of God. A
defender of the poor and oppressed, Francis incurred the
wrath of King Ferdinand of Naples for the admonitions he
directed toward the king and his sons.
Following the request of Pope Sixtus IV, Francis traveled
to Paris to help Louis XI of France prepare for his death.
While ministering to the king, Francis was able to influ-
ence the course of national politics. He helped to restore
peace between France and Brittany by advising a marriage
between the ruling families, and between France and Spain
by persuading Louis XI to return some disputed land.
Francis died while at the French court.

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San Francisco de Paola, 2 de Abril
Francisco de Paola era un hombre que amaba profunda-
mente la soledad contemplativa y solo deseaba ser me-
nos en la casa de Dios. Sin embargo, cuando la Iglesia lo
llamo al servicio activo en el mundo, se convirtid en un
hacedor de milagros e influy6 en el curso de las nacio-
nes. Después de acompafiar a sus padres en una peregri-
nacion a Roma y Asis, comenz6 a vivir como un ermita-
flo contemplativo en una cueva remota cerca de Paola,
en la costa sur de Italia. Antes de cumplir 20 afios, reci-
bio a los primeros seguidores que habian venido a imitar
su estilo de vida. Diecisiete afios después, cuando sus
discipulos habian crecido en nimero, Francisco estable-
ci6 una Regla para su austera comunidad y busco la
aprobacion de la Iglesia. Esta fue la fundacion de los Er-
mitafios de San Francisco de Asis, que fueron aprobados
por la Santa Sede en 1474. En 1492, Francisco cambio el
nombre de su comunidad a Minims porque queria que
fueran conocidos como los menos ( minimi) en la casa
de Dios. La humildad debia ser el sello distintivo de los
hermanos como lo habia sido en la vida personal de
Francis. Ademas de los votos de pobreza, castidad y
obediencia, Francisco ordend a sus seguidores la cuarta
obligacion de un perpetuo ayuno cuaresmal. Sinti6é que
la mortificacion heroica era necesaria como un medio
para el crecimiento espiritual. Era el deseo de Francisco
de ser un ermitafio contemplativo, pero creia que Dios lo
estaba llamando a la vida apostdlica. Comenz6 a usar los
dones que habia recibido, como los dones de los mila-
gros y la profecia, para ministrar al pueblo de Dios. De-
fensor de los pobres y oprimidos, Francisco incurrid en
la ira del rey Fernando de Napoles por las advertencias
que dirigid hacia el rey y sus hijos. Siguiendo la solici-
tud del Papa Sixto IV, Francisco viajo a Paris para ayu-
dar a Luis XI de Francia a prepararse para su muerte.
