Hearing Between the Lines 

Fishing is not my husband’s profession, but he’s a 
good fisherman. I can guarantee that “No” or “Not so 
much” would be the answer to almost anyone—

stranger or not, on the lake or not—who asked him 
whether the fish were biting. You just don’t ask such 
deeply personal questions of a fisherman and expect 
an honest answer. 
Likewise, seven experienced fishermen, empty-netted 
after being on the lake for hours on end, probably 
don’t want the unsolicited advice of a stranger: “Have 
you thought about checking out the other side of the 
boat?” Funny, really. It would be like me asking my 
husband if a different hook or line might improve his 
results. 
I am somewhat surprised that the Stranger on the 
Shore didn’t have a different question for the  
fishermen: “Hey, where’d you get the nets? I thought 
you left them behind a few years ago when you  
followed that guy from Galilee.” Would that question 
have prompted Peter to the same 100-yard splash? 

In either case, as Peter learns after breakfast, the only 
question that truly matters is the question of love. 
“Do you love me?” 

“Yes.” 

“Do you love me?” 

“What part of yes don’t you understand?” 

“Do you love me?” 

“Really? Is the pope Catholic?” 

Okay, so that is not how the conversation went. It 
would have been way too early for the pope question! 
True, this fisherman was the rock on which Jesus 
would build his Church, but that makes this deeply 
personal exchange even more resonant. 
Regardless of our station or vocation in life,  
discipleship is our profession. And to profess belief in 
Jesus Christ is to know that at every moment of every 
day, we are called to love. The question never, ever 
goes away. The challenge is to sit in Peter’s place on 
the seashore and hear between the lines of Jesus’ love 
question: Feed my lambs. Tend my sheep. Follow me. 
With tender loving care for one another—that’s how 
we follow. Encounter after encounter. Without such 
love, the results of our evangelizing will never be 
more than a lackluster “Not so much.” Mary Stommes

La pesca no es la profesión de mi marido, pero es un 
buen pescador. Puedo garantizar que "No" o "No  
tanto" sería la respuesta para casi cualquier persona,  
extraño o no, en el lago o no, que le preguntó si los peces 
estaban picando. Simplemente no haces preguntas tan 
profundamente personales a un pescador y esperas una 
respuesta honesta. 
Del mismo modo, siete pescadores experimentados, con 
la red vacía después de estar en el lago durante horas, 
probablemente no quieran el consejo no solicitado de un 
extraño: "¿Has pensado en revisar el otro lado del  
barco?" Gracioso, de verdad. Sería como preguntarle a 
mi marido si un anzuelo o sedal diferente podría mejorar 
sus resultados. 
Estoy algo sorprendido de que el Extraño en la orilla no 
tuviera una pregunta diferente para el pescadores: “Oye, 
¿de dónde sacaste las redes? Pensé que los habías dejado 
atrás hace unos años cuando siguió a ese tipo de  
Galilea.” ¿Esa pregunta habría llevado a Peter a la misma 
salpicadura de 100 yardas? 

En cualquier caso, como Peter aprende después del  
desayuno, la única cuestión que realmente importa es la 
cuestión del amor. 
"¿Me amas?" 

"Sí." 

"¿Me amas?" 

"¿Qué parte de sí no entiendes?" 

"¿Me amas?" 

"¿En realidad? ¿El Papa es católico? 

Bien, así que no fue así como fue la conversación. 
¡Hubiera sido demasiado pronto para la pregunta del  
Papa! Cierto, este pescador fue la roca sobre la cual  
Jesús construiría su Iglesia, pero eso hace que este  
intercambio profundamente personal sea aún más  
resonante. 
Independientemente de nuestra estación o vocación en la 
vida, el discipulado es nuestra profesión. Y profesar la fe 
en Jesucristo es saber que en cada momento de cada día 
estamos llamados a amar. La pregunta nunca, nunca  
desaparece. El desafío es sentarse en el lugar de Pedro a 
la orilla del mar y escuchar entre líneas la pregunta de 
amor de Jesús: Apacienta mis corderos. Apacentar mis 
ovejas. Sígueme. 
Con tierno cuidado amoroso los unos por los otros, así es 
como seguimos. Encuentro tras encuentro. Sin tal amor, 
los resultados de nuestra evangelización nunca serán más 
que un mediocre “No tanto”.
