“Is there anything you would like to share with the
rest of the class?” the teacher asked. “No, thank you,”
was the general response.

That long-ago recollection surfaced as I read that
the crowd “murmured” when Jesus said that he was
the bread that came down from heaven. The word is
also used of the Israelites who “murmured” about
their hunger in the desert. Jesus calls them out by
answering the question they thought he didn’t hear.
When he explains that he is greater than the manna
that kept them alive in the desert, they can’t believe
their ears. They couldn’t see that Jesus was far more
than they understood him to be and they did not
have faith in him because of that.

Has there ever been a time when you have
murmured to yourself or someone else about God?
Maybe God called you to ministry and you didn’t
believe him. Maybe he asked you to give up
something and you complained like I did in that
class of years past. Maybe you think God has been
unfair to you. Save you breath; God hears you.
Instead, go to him. Pour out your questions and
fears and, with an open and willing heart, listen to

the promise of life he alone can give you.
