Raphael’s greatest painting, perhaps the greatest 

painting of all the Renaissance, depicts today’s Gospel 

account of the transfiguration. Raphael loved this 

painting so much he never sold it. He hung the painting 

over his bed, and at his death he turned to look at it. 

The transfiguration of the Lord reminds us of the 

glory we are all called to even when that glory is 

hidden. When God called Abraham, it was to make of 

him a great nation and to give him glory. But Abraham 

had to leave what he had and enter into the unknown 

to receive what was promised. We, too, need to set out 

and leave our expectations if we ever hope to enter the 

mysteries of faith and discover the reward we are 

searching for. Setting out and leaving behind are like 

little “deaths” that prepare us for the glory of salvation. 

The Father revealed Jesus’ glory to his three closest 

apostles so their faith would survive the cross. God 

didn’t want them to become disillusioned or 

frightened by his suffering and death. A voice came 

down from heaven and confirmed Jesus as the Son to 

assure the apostles that even if he didn’t seem like the 

Messiah in his human nature, he most certainly was. 

It was this image of the glorified Jesus that Raphael 

reflected on and labored over for years. He needed to 

see this transfiguration during his life and at the hour 

of his death to keep the faith. So do we.

LENTEN REGULATIONS  
   The Lenten regulations regarding fast and 
abstinence are as follows: Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday are days of fast and abstinence. All Fridays in 
Lent are days of abstinence only. Church law binds as 
follows: 
A. The Law of Abstinence (not eating meat) 
obliges those who have completed their 14th year. 
B. The Law of Fast (only one full meal each day, 
nothing between meals) obliges those who have 
completed their 18th year until the beginning of their 
60th year.
