*We thank Annie Walther who has served as our Cana Ballroom Events Coordinator for 4+ years
and is taking a new job. Her last day with St. Peter’s Parish was Friday, May 25th. We appreciate
Annie’s hard work and representation of our parish with the larger Boerne and Hill Country
community.

On average, such audits are done every three years of parishes to assure
responsible financial management, transparency, and adherence to Archdiocesan policies and civil
law.

| thank Jenny Halbert, our Bookkeeper, and John Belter, our Finance Council Chair for assisting in
responding to the requirements of the Audit. In our last audit three years ago we received an A-,
which is excellent, and corrected a few minor technicalities.

*Archbishop Gustavo has given St. Peter’s Parish permission to proceed with several large projects:
For the church, replacing the metal roof, installing two new AC/Heating units, and installing a new
automated control system for our heating/cooling systems. For the Benedictine property: Installing
the new two-way traffic gated entryway (to accommodate entrance of emergency vehicles), building
a 700 square foot men’s and women’s bathrooms and storage area, and installing a large patio
gathering space between the two large meeting areas. The parish has the cash on hand for all the
projects which total $291,760.00.

*With all the busy schedule of Pentecost Sunday, we also celebrated the Archbishop’s Annual
Appeal Follow-Up Sunday. It is a reminder for any of us---including myself---who have not yet sent
in a donation or pledge to the Archbishop’s Annual Appeal (AAA). All registered parishioners
received mailings from the Archbishop, as every year, inviting us to pledge. He included a donation/
pledge envelope to use. We also made them available during our In-Pew AAA Appeal two Sundays
ago.
