La Tradición de la Iglesia siempre ha 
subrayado la importancia de la Cuaresma 
como tiempo de gracia. El Catecismo de la 
Iglesia Católica (CIC) refuerza estas 
prácticas al señalar que la Cuaresma es 
un periodo de conversión que debe 
conducir a una vida más plena en Cristo. 
• CIC 1438: "La Cuaresma es un tiempo 

de conversión, de oración y de 
penitencia, un tiempo que se ofrece a 
los creyentes para que se preparen 
adecuadamente para la celebración de 
la Pascua."

Executive Summary Fiscal Year 2025 

In FY 2025, St Vincent de Paul (SVdP) St. Peter’s 
Boerne Conference, with 25 dedicated Vincentians 
acting as Christ’s hands on earth, helped the poor in 
our community. Thanks to the loving support and 
generosity of St Peter’s parishioners, we assisted, 580 
people, including 252 children, with $160,872.90. Our 
Vincentians donated 743 hours of service, driving 
4213 miles, making home visits, and providing selfless 
support to the community. 
Each week, our Vincentians comforted families facing 
financial crisis because of loss of a job, medical 
emergencies, abandonment, and other life-changing 
events, with compassion and confidentiality. Our 
largest expenditure, $112,339.56, was for rent 
assistance. Our commitment to helping our community 
is highlighted by being one of the few agencies in the 
area willing to assist with rent, demonstrating our 
dedication to providing vital support to families facing 
housing challenges. 
In FY 2025, our average assistance per case was 
$676, an increase of $51.81 compared to FY 2024. 
Our highest monthly assistance was disbursed in 
January 2025, totaling $18,277.65. This total reflected 
higher utility bills from a cold snap, reduced work 
hours, and related holiday expenses. Our FY2025 
Boerne community support was $18,553 greater than 
FY 2024. 

Operating expenses remained under 1 percent, 
allowing us to maximize the impact of parishioner 
donations. We received an average monthly 
contribution of $6,204, totaling $74,448 for the year. 
We provided average monthly assistance of $13,406, 
well beyond our monthly donations, thanks to 
generous benefactors. This allowed us to continue our 
mission to serve the poor. 
In addition to aiding the Boerne community, we 
supported San Antonio inner-city conferences. We 
provided $900 to support St. Agnes SVdP and $1,627 
to San Antonio SVdP Conferences. These 
contributions, totaling $2,527, represented 1.6% of our 
budget. 
In the past 10 years, St Peter’s has not conducted a 
special collection for St Vincent de Paul during Mass. 
Nor does St Vincent de Paul receive funds from the 
general offertory. We rely on direct donations to St 
Vincent de Paul at St Peter’s from Parishioners. Since 
2017, the St Peter’s Conference SVdP distributed 
$776,839 supporting the Boerne community. 
The St Vincent de Paul ministry needs additional 
hands to do God’s work on earth by meeting the 
growing needs of struggling families. If you would like 
more information, please contact Janice Dombi at 
Dombija@yahoo.com or text at (914) 962-9624.
