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When someone makes a pilgrimage to the Holy Land, it’s more than just a trip—it’s an encounter with the living
roots of our faith. Walking where Jesus was born in Bethlehem, grew up in Nazareth, began his public ministry
in Galilee, and gave his life in Jerusalem leaves a lasting impression. These holy sites open our hearts to the
mysteries of our faith in a powerful and personal way.

But there’s somethingmany people don’t realize: when Christians travel to theHoly Land, they’re also supporting
the Christian community that still lives there. Today, there are only about 190,000 Christians in Israel and
Palestine—less than 2% of the population. Most of them are Arab Christians, and they often find themselves
caught in the middle of ongoing violence between Israel and militant Muslim groups.

These Christian families simply want to live in peace, worship Jesus, work, raise their children, and pass on
their faith in the very land where Jesus walked. Sadly, their numbers have sharply declined. Just a few decades
ago, Christians made up more than 10% of the population in the Holy Land. Now, war, conflict, and economic
hardship have caused many to leave. Yet many others choose to stay—because they believe it’s important for
Christianity to remain alive in the land where it all began.

In areas under Palestinian control, work is scarce—especially for Christians. Tourism was once a main source of
income, but with the current instability in the region, pilgrimages have dropped dramatically.

That’s why a ministry called the Bethlehem Nativity Group was formed. This group helps Christian families by
providing them with sustainable work. They employ artisans in Bethlehem to craft beautiful religious items
from olive wood. These carvings are then sold in parishes around the world, and a portion of the proceeds goes
directly to support Christian families in the Holy Land.

Next Weekend, July 26 and 27, after Mass in the breezeway, you’ll have a chance to see and purchase some of
these olive wood carvings. Your support will do more than bring a piece of the Holy Land into your home—it will
help our brothers and sisters in Christ hold onto their faith and their future in the land where our faith began.
