Dear Friends in Christ,  

This year Christmas falls on a Sunday. There are some negatives when this happens. As I have mentioned 

before, our Church budget takes a hit in missing a regular Sunday collection. If you can do it and feel generous it 

would be wonderful to receive both a Christmas offering and the regular offering which we normally would 

give. Another possible negative is that some might not get a special day off work for Christmas because it falls 

on a Sunday. In our pastorate, we will close the office on Friday the 23rd and Monday the 26th. I also will be 

going on a little vacation to Canada for a few days the week after Christmas. On a positive note, this year we get 

the full Advent season. This is the longest Advent can be: four full weeks. I hope everybody has been having a 

good Advent season. Blessed Sacrament has put a lot of work into making sure they are personally and 

prayerfully ready to celebrate CHRIST in Christmas. A little-known fact about Advent is that December 17 is a 

really special day. This begins the Church’s novena (nine days of special prayers) before Christmas. These are 

the days we use the special “O antiphons” that have been made famous in the classic hymn, “O Come, O Come 

Emmanuel.” The readings during these nine days leading up to Christmas are also extremely focused on the 

Lord’s birth. I encourage you to join me in making this last week before Christmas an incredibly special time to 

spiritually prepare for the Birthday of Jesus. God Bless you!
