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GOSPEL REFLECTION

Those of us who get our news from our tablets and laptops have noticed that at the bottom of the particular
outlet’s web page are smaller pictures of lesser news items and a grab-bag of features. One of the latter items
that caught my eye one day was an invitation to compare photos of celebrities from their youth with their pre-
sent-day looks. So amid a clutter of pesky ads were page after page of these comparisons.

Some of them were amusing and others shocking. The aging process affects us all in ways that differ so widely.
Some of these famous people looked well-preserved, likely aided by cosmetic surgery. Others have not fared so
well. The transformation of all that were shown, however, gave proof that the passage of time will win out.

Notice I wrote the word “transformation.” The mysterious event in Our Lord’s earthly life that we call His
“Transfiguration” belongs in its own unique category. For a brief time, as we measure change, the Divine na-
ture of our Savior burst through the bonds of His human nature and shone with a brilliance that dazzled the
trio of Peter, James and John much like it would any of us. The fact that two great luminaries of Israel’s histo-
ry, Moses and Elijah, were in dialogue with the Divine reassures us of life beyond the grave. They represented
the law and the Prophets respectively, the twin pillars of Israel’s life with Yahweh.

I find it so reassuring that all this was not some kind of mirage when our beloved St. Peter blurts out: “Lord it
is good to be here!” Of course it is. This is an unexpected glimpse of heaven. This is possibility raised to a
higher power than we could imagine on our own.

No matter how much ignorance we have to contend with about what happens after death, the Church’s belief
and teaching, based largely on St. Paul, that our bodies will be changed, glorified and transfigured, this incident
gives the most powerful witness to that belief.

I’ve often thought that the Church presents us with this account from Luke’s gospel in the eatly part of Lent as
a kind of spiritual “pep rally.” It gets us charged up for victory over our sins through the voluntary penances
we take on in this purple clad season. It is a confident answer to the “Why question” about penance in general
and Lenten penance in particular.

Note that the transfiguration did not last so long as to have Peter, James and John forget about the reality of
this “valley of tears” we presently inhabit. Down from the mountain came the three, with Jesus, minus visible
glory walking down with them. Always the mission. Always the reality of lost souls needing hope and sinful
souls needing mercy. That, my friends, is us. But let Luke’s story stoke the fire of hope in our souls that when
our earthly journey comes to an end, it really will be good to be there with Jesus.

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REFLECCION DEL EVANGELIO

Uno de los ultimos articulos que me llamo la atencién un dia fue una invitacion para comparar
fotos de celebridades de su juventud con su apariencia actual. Entonces, en medio de un
montén de anuncios molestos, habia pagina tras pagina de estas comparaciones.

Algunas de ellas eran divertidas y otras impactantes. El proceso de envejecimiento nos afecta a
todos de maneras muy diferentes. Algunas de estas personas famosas se vefan bien conservadas,
probablemente con la ayuda de una cirugfa estética. A otros no les ha ido tan bien. Esta trans-
formacién de cada una de las personas mostradas en las fotos dan prueba de que el paso del
tiempo vencera.

Note que escribi la palabra “transformacion”. El evento misterioso en la vida terrenal de Nues-
tro Sefior que llamamos Su "Transfiguracion"pertenece a su propia y unica categorfa. Durante
un tiempo breve, la naturaleza Divina de nuestro Salvador rompié los lazos de Su naturaleza
humana y brill6 con un brillo que deslumbré a Pedro, Santiago y Juan, asi como hubiese pasado
con cualquiera de nosotros. El hecho de que dos grandes lumbreras de la historia de Israel, Moi-
sés y Elfas, estuvieran en dialogo con lo Divino nos asegura la vida mas alld de la tumba. Ellos
representan la ley y los Profetas respectivamente, los pilares gemelos de la vida de Israel con
Yahvé.

Me tranquiliza mucho saber que todo esto no haya sido una especie de espejismo al escuchar a
nuestro amado San Pedro decir: “{Seflor, es bueno estar aquil”. Por supuesto que lo es. Este es
un vistazo inesperado del cielo. Esta es una posibilidad elevada a un poder superior al que po-
driamos imaginar por nuestra cuenta.

No importa cuanta ignorancia tengamos que enfrentar sobre lo que sucede después de la muer-
te, y sobre la creencia y la enseflanza de la Iglesia, basadas en gran parte en San Pablo, de que
nuestros cuerpos seran transformados, glorificados y transfigurados. Este incidente brinda el
testimonio mas poderoso de esa creencia.

A menudo he pensado que la Iglesia nos presenta este relato del evangelio de Lucas en la pri-
mera parte de la Cuaresma para darnos una especie de animo espiritual. Nos llenamos de victo-
ria sobre nuestros pecados a través de las penitencias voluntarias que asumimos en esta tem-
porada cuaresmal. Este relato, es una respuesta segura a la "pregunta de por qué" sobre la peni-
tencia en general y la penitencia de Cuaresma en particular.

Tenga en cuenta que la transfiguracién no duré tanto como para que Pedro, Santiago y Juan se
olvidaran de la realidad de este “valle de lagrimas” en el que habitamos actualmente. Ellos ba-
jaron de la montafia, con Jesus, aunque ya no podian ver la gloria de Jesus visiblemente bajando
con ellos. Aunque la gloria ya no se podia ver, ellos siempre permanecieron en su misién. Ellos
estaban siempre junto a la realidad de las almas perdidas que necesitan esperanza y las almas
pecadoras que necesitan misericordia. Esa, mis amigos, es también la misién de cada uno de
nosotros. Dejemos que la historia de Lucas avive el fuego de la esperanza en nuestras almas de
que cuando nuestra jornada terrenal llegue a su fin, realmente sera bueno estar alli con Jesus.
