GOSPEL REFLECTION

Call this “The Biography of a Failure:” Once upon a time there was a man
who had less than three years of formal education and failed in business in
’31; was defeated for the legislature in ’32; again failed in business in ’33; was
elected to the legislature in ’34; defeated for speaker in ’38; defeated for
elector in ’40; defeated for Congress in ’43; elected for Congress ’46; and
defeated in ’48; defeated for Senate in ’55; defeated for the Vice Presidential
nomination in ’56; defeated for the Senate in ’58. His name? Abraham
Lincoln.

That story highlights a component of something far beyond American
political history in importance. Call it “persistence.” I wish to stress that that |
same quality has to be an important component of all our prayers. While it is [
essential, and stressed by Our Lord Jesus Himself, it remains most difficult to
practice.

This is especially true for us as citizens of the so-called First World. Why?
Because we are culturally surrounded by a veritable glut of “time saving” and
mostly satisfying gadgets available even to toddlers. As a consequence, when we ask God for something in
prayer, we want it delivered at least as fast as those gizmos deliver. Or as speedily as companies deliver them to
our doorstep.

The Bible teaches us the contrary about God’s schedule. He is never in a hurry. Consider just the time gap
between the tragedy in Eden caused by Adam and Eve and the arrival of “the new Adam” in the womb of the
Virgin Mary. Literally centuries long!

Today’s Liturgy brings us to the Book of Genesis’ presentation of an amazing dialogue between God and
Abraham, “our father in faith” as the Roman Canon declares. With a boldness that even shocks us a bit, old
Abe actually bargains with God for awhile! Persistence with more than a dash of “chutzpah.”

Then, in Luke’s gospel, just after Jesus gives the wotld the perfect prayer, He illustrates the importance of
gospel, g P pray P
persistence in prayer with one of His inimitable stories.

So, on the one hand we have the example of entrepreneurs, who show persistence in building up a small
company into a behemoth of business with amazing speed. And deliver products to us for near-instant
gratification. Contrast that with Jesus, the one person who is, hopefully, at the center of our lives, telling us to
be patient, persevering and persistent in our prayer. Obviously, we recognize which one is the more important,
both for our present and our future. We just need to be perceptive enough to know that we must keep
practicing and never give up. After all, “By perseverance the snail reached the Ark.”

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REFLECCION DEL EVANGELIO

A la siguiente historia podrfamos llamarle: "La biograffa de un fracaso".

1831, fracasé en los negocios; fue derrotado en las elecciones para la legislatura en el afio
1832; volvio a fracasar en los negocios en el afio 1833; fue elegido en las elecciones para la
legislatura en el afio 1834; fue derrotado por otro orador en el afio 1838; fue derrotado en
las elecciones en el afio 1840; fue derrotado en las elecciones para el Congreso en el afio
1843; fue elegido para el Congreso en el afio 18406; y derrotado en el afio 1848; fue der-
rotado en las elecciones para el Senado en el afio 1855; fue derrotado en la nominaciéon
vicepresidencial en el afio 1856; fue derrotado en las elecciones para el Senado en el afio
1858. ¢Cual era su nombre? Abraham Lincoln.
Esa historia destaca un componente de algo mucho mas alla de Ia historia politica
estadounidense.

Deseo promover que esa misma cualidad tiene que ser un componente
importante de todas nuestras oraciones. Aunque es una cualidad esencial, como nuestro
mismo Seflor Jesus lo destaco, aun sigue siendo muy dificil de practicar.

¢Por qué? Porque culturalmente estamos rodeados por un verdadero exceso de tecnologfa,
las cuales, en su mayorfa, aparatos dedicados a la satisfaccion personal disponibles incluso
para nifios pequefios. Como consecuencia, cuando le pedimos a Dios algo en oracion,
queremos que nos lo entregue al menos tan rapido como lo hacen esos aparatos. O con la
misma rapidez con que las empresas hacen las entregas frente a nuestra puerta.
La Biblia nos ensefia lo contrario acerca del horario de Dios. El nunca tiene prisa. Considere
solo el intervalo de tiempo entre la tragedia en el Edén causada por Adan y Eva y la llegada
del "nuevo Adan" en el vientre de la Virgen Marfa. Literalmente siglos!
La liturgia de hoy nos lleva a la presentacion del Libro del Génesis que muestra un dialogo
asombroso entre Dios y Abraham, “nuestro padre en la fe”’, como declara el Canon
Romano. {Con una audacia que incluso nos sorprende un poco, el viejo Abraham en
realidad negocea con Dios por un tiempo! Vemos la persistencia grande de Abraham.
Luego, en el evangelio de Lucas, justo después de que Jesus le da al mundo la oracién
perfecta, ilustra la importancia de la persistencia en la oracién con una de sus historias
inimitables.
Por un lado, tenemos el ejemplo de los empresarios, cuya persistencia se enfoca en convertir
una empresa pequena en un gigante de los negocios con una velocidad asombrosa. Estas
empresas nos entregan productos para una gratificacion casi instantanea. Contraste eso con
Jests, la unica persona que, con suerte, estd en el centro de nuestras vidas, diciéndonos que
seamos pacientes, perseverantes y persistentes en nuestra oracion. Obviamente,
reconocemos cudl es mas importante, tanto para nuestro presente COMO para NUEStro
futuro. Solo necesitamos ser lo suficientemente perceptivos para saber que debemos seguir
practicando, perseverando y nunca rendirnos. Después de todo, “Con perseverancia el
caracol lleg6 al Arca”. Dios te ama y te da su paz.
