22 Years of Priestly Life - May 17, 2003

What is the history of my priestly vocation? It is known above all by God. In
its deepest dimension, every priestly vocation is a great mystery. It is a gift
that infinitely surpasses man. Each of us priests clearly experience it
throughout our lives. Faced with the greatness of this gift, we feel how
unworthy we are of it. Vocation is the mystery of divine choice: "You have
not chosen me, but I have chosen you, and I have destined you to go and
bear fruit, and your fruit to remain" (Jn 15:16). "And no one assumes such
dignity, but the one called by God, the same as Aaron" (Heb 5:4). "Before |
formed you in the womb, I knew you, and before you were born, I had
consecrated you: | have made you a prophet of the nations" (Jr 1, 5). These
inspired words deeply shake every priestly soul. For this reason, when in the
most diverse circumstances we speak of the priesthood and bear witness to
it, we must do so with great humility, aware that God "has called us with a
holy vocation, not because of our works, but because of his own
determination and his grace "(2 Tim 1, 9). At the same time, we realize that
human words are not capable of encompassing the magnitude of the mystery
that the priesthood has in itself. I am amazed at the wonderful "Gift and
mystery of the Priesthood" It is a Blessing to be a spiritual companion on the
path of so many people, accompanied from the day of his birth until death,
being an important part of so many people in their happiest and most :

difficult moments. In 22 years I can say that my path to the priesthood was not easy and I hesitated before
embarking on the adventure but today I can tell you I could not have had a more beautiful vocation than this one
that I embrace and love with all my heart. "MY PRIESTHOOD" I know that my Mom and Dad are interceding for
me from heaven. Thank you to my siblings, my nieces, my nephews, my aunt, priests, and my community for their
prayers and support. God continue to bless us all with this beautiful gift that I humbly assume. Thank God for being
present on my way.

22 Aiios de Vida Sacerdotal - 17 de Mayo, 2003

(Cual es la historia de mi vocacion sacerdotal? La conoce sobre todo Dios. En su dimension mas profunda, cada
vocacion sacerdotal es un gran misterio. Es un don que supera infinitamente al hombre. Cada sacerdote lo
experimenta con claridad a lo largo de su vida. Ante la grandeza de este don, sentimos lo indignos que somos de él.
La vocacion es el misterio de la eleccion divina: «No me elegisteis vosotros a mi, sino que yo os elegi a vosotros, y
os he destinado para que vayais y deis fruto, y vuestro fruto permanezca» (Jn 15,16). «Y nadie asume tal dignidad,
sino aquel que Dios ha llamado, como Aarén» (Heb 5,4). «Antes de formarte en el seno materno, te conoci, y antes
de que nacieras, te santifiqué: te hice profeta de las naciones» (Jr 1, 5). Estas palabras inspiradas conmueven
profundamente a cada alma sacerdotal. Por eso, cuando en las més diversas circunstancias hablamos del sacerdocio
y damos testimonio de él, debemos hacerlo con gran humildad, conscientes de que Dios «nos ha llamado con una
santa vocacion, no por nuestras obras, sino por su propia
determinacion y su gracia» (2 Tim 1, 9). Al mismo tiempo, nos
damos cuenta de que las palabras humanas no son capaces de
abarcar la magnitud del misterio que el sacerdocio encierra en
si mismo. Me maravilla el maravilloso “don y misterio del
sacerdocio”.
