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Reflections:

Luke 10:1-12... act, pray, proclaim, trust and move along!

The analogy of a "plentiful harvest" in this passage describes the vast need
for evangelism and spiritual work. It highlights that many people are ready
to receive the message of the Gospel, but there are few laborers to
proclaim it. This emphasizes the importance of praying for more workers to
be sent into the field to help spread the Gospel.

Jesus sends out disciples, emphasizing their mission to preach the
Kingdom of God and heal the sick. He provides them with specific
instructions: to take nothing with them except what is provided, trust in
God's provision, and deliver a message of peace to each household, while
also emphasizing that if their message is rejected, they should move on.

| love this passage as it highlights the opportunity and the need for spiritual
workers. The harvest in this context refers to people who are ready to
receive the Gospel and follow Christ. It's a call to action, urging us to
actively participate in spreading the message and bringing people to faith.

But what stands out for me the most is, if a house rejects the disciples'
message, the disciples are instructed to shake off the dust from their feet
and move on. This is such a symbolic act of separation, acknowledging
that some will not receive the message. Ask yourself, are you in the
harvest, and are you being rejected by people? If so, it's ok, just never stop
declaring your faith and sharing your testimony. Evangelizing is powerful
and the harvest is plenty, so don'’t ever be disheartened by rejection...
just move along!
