Luke 21:5-19  – “Focus on Faith” 

 
Have you ever faced diĸcult Ɵmes in your life when it seemed like everything was 
falling apart? Jesus’s words here remind us that even amid chaos and persecuƟon, 
there is hope and a promise of salvaƟon for those who remain steadfast in their 
faith. We can Įnd comfort in the knowledge that God is with us, guiding us 
through even the darkest of Ɵmes by staying strong in our belief and enduring 
through trials. 
 

Remembering that challenges and hardships are a part of life is important in Ɵmes 
of trouble. This verse in Luke reminds us that staying faithful during diĸcult Ɵmes 
involves standing Įrm in our beliefs and trusƟng in God’s plan. We are encouraged 
to not be overcome by fear or anxiety, but to focus on faith, knowing that God is 
with us always. 
 

AddiƟonally, the verse teaches us the importance of having a hopeful outlook. De-
spite the troubles that may come our way, we are reminded to look forward to the 
promises of God and the ulƟmate redempƟon that awaits us. Keeping our focus 
on the eternal blessings that God has prepared for us can help us navigate 
through diĸculƟes with a sense of peace and assurance. Having a deep com-
miƩed relaƟonship with God ulƟmately requires remaining faithful in Ɵmes of 
trouble. Staying connected to the Lord through prayer, worship, and studying His 
Word gives us the conĮdence that He is working all things together for our good. 
 

One of my favorite aĸrmaƟons to stay focused and stand Įrm in my faith is –  
“I am hoping and trusƟng in God”.
