This food contains in itself all the power of the Redemption 

wrought by Christ. In order to live, man needs food and drink. In order to gain eternal life, man needs 

the Eucharist. This is the food and drink that transforms man's life and opens before him the way to 

eternal life. By consuming the Body and Blood of Christ, man bears within himself, already on this 

earth, the seed of eternal life, for the Eucharist is the sacrament of life in God. Christ says: "As the �

living Father sent me, and I live because of the Father, so he who eats me will live because of me." �
