Dear Parishioners,

Reflecting on these words above from Saint John Paul II and our very own Mission Statement, which is:
“All Saints Parish is a spiritual home for all to have a personal encounter with Christ and actively live out the
universal call to holiness,” our clergy, staff, and volunteers try to the best of their ability to live out and enable this
mission every day.

With this in mind, it is disheartening that our parish is struggling financially. As this year’s annual report
shows, All Saints had a net operating loss of $41,811 for fiscal year 2025 (FY25), as opposed to the small budgeted
profit for FY25 and the actual profit of $14,841 for last fiscal year (FY24). Our annual report itemizes income and
expenses from our accounting system and is provided for transparency. The FY25 budget developed last year was
conservative in both income and expenses compared to actual amounts for FY?24.

Decisions about cutting expenses any further last year and this year were guided by the belief that any
further cuts would compromise the mission of the parish. One can see that the difference between our net profit last
year and our net loss this year was a result of decreased income, not increased expenses. Furthermore, if not for the
extraordinary generosity of many parishioners, our loss would have been significantly greater this year.

Please review the report and feel free to ask any questions you have about any particular items. The bottom
line is that our revenue was more than $70,000 less for FY25 than for FY24. We kept our expenses low, decreasing
them by approximately $15,000.

There are so many good things happening at All Saints, but it is obvious that we cannot continue on this
fiscal trend for long before we burn through our savings. The parish will not take loans from the Archdiocese (as it
did in the past with the school) if we cannot meet our expenses, so we are at a crossroads this year. We must either
find new sources of income or make severe cuts to the operation of the parish that will undoubtedly compromise our
mission.

All this being said, one issue that needs to be clarified in the report is the income and expenses related to our
Food Pantry. As you can imagine, the number of families that we serve has increased dramatically over the past
couple of years. The Food Pantry is not a separate legal entity. However, the Food Pantry has its own
accounting. We work to ensure that the Food Pantry expenses do not exceed funds received for this ministry. As
much as we believe running the Food Pantry is part of our Christian responsibility to help the poor, we will reduce
services if we have to, to make sure the pantry always remains self-supporting.

We realize that with the Grand Annual collection, the Archdiocese of Boston Annual Catholic Appeal, our
25th Anniversary Capital Campaign, and other fundraisers for parish ministries, the amount of times we ask
parishioners for financial assistance can seem overwhelming. In our parish, there are many who step up every time
and many who give sacrificially. We are sincerely grateful and hope that everyone appreciates the beautiful
spiritual home, both physically and spiritually, that we have here at All Saints.

In closing, if at all possible, please consider increasing your weekly offertory to keep the mission going. If
we had been able to increase our weekly offertory by just 12% this past year, we would have had a $5,000 profit,
instead of a $40,000 loss. Would you be willing to help us by increasing your individual offering by a small
percentage? If you give $5 a week, can you give $7? $25 a week, can you give $28? If you offer $100, can you
offer $112? If you are unable to give more financially, please consider volunteering in one of our ministries,
especially if you have never done this before.

Estimados feligreses:

Reflexionando sobre estas palabras de San Juan Pablo II y nuestra propia Declaraciéon de Mision, que dice: “La
Parroquia de Todos los Santos es un hogar espiritual para que todos tengan un encuentro personal con Cristo y
vivan activamente el llamado universal a la santidad”, nuestro clero, personal y voluntarios se esfuerzan al maximo por
vivir y facilitar esta mision cada dia.

Con esto en mente, es desalentador que nuestra parroquia tenga dificultades financieras. Como muestra el informe
anual de este afio, la Parroquia de Todos los Santos tuvo una pérdida operativa neta de $41.811 para el afio fiscal 2025, en
comparacion con la pequefia ganancia presupuestada para el afio fiscal 2025 y la ganancia real de $14,841 para el afio fiscal
anterior (2024). Nuestro informe anual detalla los ingresos y gastos de nuestro sistema contable y se proporciona para
mayor transparencia. El presupuesto del afio fiscal 2025, elaborado el afio pasado, fue conservador tanto en ingresos como
en gastos en comparacion con las cantidades reales del afio fiscal 2024.

Las decisiones de recortar aun mas los gastos el afo pasado y este afio se basaron en la creencia de que cualquier
recorte adicional comprometeria la mision de la parroquia. Se puede observar que la diferencia entre nuestras ganancias
netas del afio pasado y nuestras pérdidas netas de este afo se debié a una disminucion de los ingresos, no a un aumento de
los gastos. Ademas, de no ser por la extraordinaria generosidad de muchos feligreses, nuestras pérdidas habrian sido
significativamente mayores este afio.

Por favor, revise el informe y no dude en hacer cualquier pregunta que tenga sobre cualquier tema en particular. En
resumen, nuestros ingresos fueron mas de $70,000 menores en el afio fiscal 2025 que en el aflo fiscal 2024. Mantuvimos
nuestros gastos bajos, reduciéndolos en aproximadamente $15,000.

Hay muchas cosas buenas sucediendo en nuestra parroquia, pero es obvio que no podemos continuar con esta
tendencia fiscal por mucho tiempo antes de agotar nuestros ahorros. La parroquia no solicitard préstamos de la
Arquidiocesis (como lo hizo en el pasado con la escuela) si no podemos cubrir nuestros gastos, por lo que este afio nos
enconframos en una encrucijada. Debemos encontrar nuevas fuentes de ingresos o hacer recortes drasticos en el
funcionamiento de la parroquia que, sin duda, comprometeran nuestra mision.

Dicho esto, un tema que debe aclararse en el informe son los ingresos y gastos relacionados con nuestra Despensa de
Alimentos. Como pueden imaginar, el numero de familias a las que servimos ha aumentado drasticamente en los Gltimos
dos aflos. La Despensa de Alimentos no es una entidad legal independiente. Sin embargo, tiene su propia contabilidad. Nos
esforzamos por garantizar que los gastos de la Despensa de Alimentos no excedan los fondos recibidos para este ministerio.
Si bien creemos que administrar la Despensa de Alimentos es parte de nuestra responsabilidad cristiana de ayudar a los
pobres, reduciremos los servicios si es necesario para asegurarnos de que la despensa siempre se mantenga autosuficiente.

Somos conscientes de que con la Gran Colecta Anual, la Apelacion Anual de la Arquidiocesis de Boston, nuestra
Camparia de Capital del 25.° Aniversario y otras recaudaciones de fondos para los ministerios parroquiales, la cantidad de
veces que solicitamos ayuda financiera a los feligreses puede parecer abrumadora. En nuestra parroquia, muchos se
esfuerzan constantemente y dan con sacrificio. Les agradecemos sinceramente y esperamos que todos aprecien el hermoso
hogar espiritual, tanto fisico como espiritual, que tenemos aqui en la Parroquia de Todos los Santos.

Para terminar, si es posible, por favor consideren aumentar su ofrenda semanal para mantener la mision en marcha. Si
hubiéramos podido aumentar nuestra ofrenda semanal tan solo un 12% el afio pasado, habriamos tenido una ganancia de
$5,000, en lugar de una pérdida de $40,000. ;Estarian dispuestos a ayudarnos aumentando su ofrenda individual en un
pequeiio porcentaje? Si donan $5 a la semana, jpodrian donar $7? Si donan $25 a la semana, ;podrian donar $28? Si donan
$100, ;podrian donar $112? Si no pueden donar mas econoémicamente, por favor consideren ser voluntarios en uno de
nuestros ministerios, especialmente si nunca lo han hecho antes.
