Why not use 
the one means Jesus gives us to do the same for our souls.  

 
How to go to Confession 

 
1. You always have the option to go to confession anonymously, 

that is, behind a screen or face to face, if you so desire. 
 

2. After the priest greets you in the name of Christ, make the sign 
of the cross. He may choose to recite a reading from Scripture, 
after which you say: "Bless me Father for I have sinned. It has 
been (state how long) since my last confession. These are my 

sins." 
 

3. Tell your sins simply and honestly to the priest. You might even 
want to discuss the circumstances and the root causes of your sins 

and ask the priest for advice or direction. 
 

4. Listen to the advice the priest gives you and accept the penance 
from him. Then make an Act of Contrition for your sins. 

 
5. The priest will then pray the words of forgiveness—at the end 

he will say “I absolve you from sins in the Name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit” - cross yourself and say 

“AMEN” then leave the confessional and do your penance in the 
church.  

 
6. Spend some time with Our Lord thanking and praising Him 

for the gift of His mercy. Try to perform your penance as soon as 
possible.

-Have I ever received communion in the 

state of mortal sin? 
-Have I ever deliberately told a lie in Con-

fession or have I withheld a mortal sin from 
the priest in Confession? 

-Are there other "gods" in my life? Money, 
Security, Power, People, etc.? 

 
2. -Have I used God´s name in vain?  

-Have I been angry with God? 
-Have I wished evil upon any other person? 
-Have I insulted a sacred person or abused 

a sacred object? 
 

3. -Have I deliberately missed Mass on Sun-
days or Holy Days of Obligation? 

-Have I tried to observe Sunday as a family 
day and a day of rest? 

-Do I do needless work on Sunday? 
 

4. -Do I honor and obey my parents? 
-Have I neglected duties to my spouse or 

kids? -Have I given my family good exam-
ple? -Do I try to bring peace into my home 
life? -Do I care for or visit my aged and in-

firm relatives? 
 

5. -Have I had an abortion or encouraged 
or helped anyone to have an abortion? 

-Have I physically harmed anyone? 
-Have I abused alcohol or drugs? 

-Did I give scandal to anyone? 
-Have I been angry or resentful? 

-Have I harbored hatred in my heart? 
-Have I encouraged or been sterilized?  

-Have I engaged, in any way, in sins against 
human life such as IVF?  

-Have I participated in or approved of  
euthanasia? 

6. -Have I been faithful to my marriage 
vows in thought and action? Am I married 

in the church? 
-Have I engaged in sexual activity outside 

of marriage, others or self? 
-Have I used contraception  in my mar-

riage? 
-Do I control my thoughts,? 

-Have I respected all members of the oppo-
site sex, or have I thought of other people  

as mere objects? 
-Am I careful to dress modestly? 

 
 

7. -Have I stolen what is not mine? 
-Have I  made restitution for what I take? 

-Do I waste time at work, school, and 
home? -Do I gamble excessively, thereby 

denying my family of their needs? 
-Do I pay my debts promptly? 

-Do I seek to share what I have with the 
poor? 

-Have I cheated anyone out of what is justly 
theirs, even gov’t, taxes, or bills.  

 
8. -Have I lied? Have I gossiped? 

-Do I speak badly behind folks’ backs? 
-Am I sincere in my dealings with others? 
-Am I critical, negative or uncharitable in 

my thoughts of others? 
-Do I keep secret what should be kept se-

cret?  
-Have I injured the reputation of others  

by slander? 
 

9. -Have I consented to impure thoughts? 
-Have I caused them by impure reading, 

movies, television, conversation or curiosi-
ty? -Do I pray at once to banish impure 

temptations? 
-Have I behaved in an inappropriate way 

with others: flirting, etc. ? 
 

10. -Am I jealous of what other people 
have? -Do I envy the families or possessions 

of others? -Am I greedy or selfish? 
-Are material possessions the purpose of 

my life?
