Jesus promised “in the excessive

first Fridays of consecutive months the

sins, receive Holy Communion, recite five decades 
of the Rosary, and keep me company for fifteen 

minutes meditating on the mysteries of the Rosary, 
with the purpose of making reparation to  

my Immaculate Heart.”
