Writing is a spiritual gift when it is done under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit and in accord with the
faith of the writer. Those who write for the Lord are very aware of the need for prayer and a mature
spiritual life. Frequent reception of the sacraments increases the harmony between the creative gifts
of the writer and the truths of love and faith reflected in the written word. Writers reflect their faith and
beliefs in their work and enjoy an openness and close communication with God and the Church’s
teachings. The Church has a rich heritage of spiritual writings for two thousand years and writers add
to it. They enjoy writing and sharing their faith through the printed word.
