Dear Parishioners, 
 

This Sunday, January 18th, begins the annual ob-
servance of the Week of Prayer for Christian Uni-
ty. In John 17: 21 Jesus prays to the Heavenly Fa-
ther for all who would follow Him: “That they all 
may be one.” It is sad that throughout the centu-
ries Christians have let themselves be divided and 
have rejected Jesus’ vision and prayer for us.  
 

This is unfortunate not just for those who call 
themselves Christian, but indeed, for all the 
world. We are called to bring the Good News to 
the world around us, to give witness to Faith, to 
help lead others to Christ. With the sad divisions 
among Christians, we are not offering a very 
strong witness. 
 

This week Christians throughout the world are 
joining together in prayer seeking what Jesus 
wanted for us: UNITY.

These choices may seem inconsequential, 
but if they help to overcome what divides us, then 
they become part of the answer to Jesus’ prayer 
for us: “That they all may be one.”
