It is not easy to recognize a true prophet. Frequently those with prophetic insight are treated without honor. The
people to whom Ezekiel was sent were hard of face, obstinate of heart, a rebellious house. The Galileans who heard
Jesus' words were no better. They questioned his authenticity because they thought he was no better than they were
and, therefore, he had no right to act superior. We so often resent people who can do what we cannot. This
resentment can be magnified when the person is someone with whom we have grown up, a member of the family or
of the community.

True believers recognize and admit their human frailty. They also know that genuine weakness does not impede the
saving action of God. In fact, God seems to prefer to act where pride and self-satisfaction do not prevail, for such
attitudes are obstacles to personal transformation. However, when we open ourselves in humility and honest piety,
the power of God can flood our minds and our hearts and shine forth from us to all around. When this happens, there
will be no doubt in any mind as to the origin of this wondrous reality. It will be very clear that though it comes
through us, it comes from God. The receptivity of Paul in this matter is in sharp contrast to the rebellion of the people
at the time of Ezekiel and the resistance of those who thought that they knew Jesus so well.

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History of the Cathedral
Guardian Angel Cathedral is the oldest standing
public structure along the iconic Las Vegas Strip. It is
unique not only for its magnificent windows,
mosaics, mural, and architectural design but also for
its origin and history. The beginnings go back to 1958
when the Clerics of St. Viator began the celebration
of a 4:30 AM Sunday Mass at various hotels on the
Strip to accommodate hotel/casino workers and
visitors. The present church became a reality in 1963
as the “Guardian Angel Shrine.”
  
When the Diocese of Reno became the Diocese of
Reno-Las Vegas in 1977, the Shrine was designated as
the Co-Cathedral of the Catholic Church in Nevada.
In 1995 the Diocese of Las Vegas was established with
Guardian Angel Cathedral as the Cathedral of the
Diocese of Las Vegas. In May 2023, it was elevated to
the Metropolitan Cathedral for the new Ecclesiastical
Province.
 
In 1988, Guardian Angel Cathedral received an
Indult, a special permission, from Rome for the 
2:30 PM Saturday Mass to be recognized as a vigil
Mass. Since ninety percent of the participants in our
Eucharistic celebrations are visitors from all over the
world, this Mass is a great help in caring for those
who wish to fulfill their Sunday obligation.
