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Dear Parishioners,

Today’s Gospel is such a touching one recording another of the encounters
between Jesus and His Apostles after the resurrection. Jesus had told
them at the Last Supper and again through the women that He had met
earlier that He would see the Apostles at the Sea of Galilee. Peter says to
them all “I am going fishing.” They all decide to join him. | wonder what
was in their minds. Perhaps they arrived early and had some time on their
hands. Perhaps it has been a long time since any of these fishermen had
any time to fish. Perhaps in the upheaval that had been their lives over the
past few days fishing was a nice break; they wouldn’t be the first or last to
find solace in casting a line into the sea. | wonder if it was also nostalgic.
Remember Peter, Andrew, James and John were all called to follow the
Lord when they were fishing on the sea of Galilee. Nowhere did it say that
he “borrowed” or “appropriated” a boat like they did when they wanted a

Johnots spot, where it all began, deliberately, so that they could reassess their own

commitment to follow Jesus. They once said yes to a man they hoped was

the Messiah. They now were invited to say yes again to a Messiah who is
also a man. Jesus had taught them and guided them for three years, but it would now be up to
them. Once again Jesus meets them while they are fishing and invites them to follow Him, but also
giving them the option to stay and return to the life they once knew.

We experience this call through the dialogue with Peter. Peter was so sure of himself when he
swore he would never deny Christ, and in fact would be willing to die for Him. Instead, he does just
as Jesus predicted he would... he denies Christ three times. The Navarre Commentary on Matthew
writes this and quotes St. John Chrysostom: “Peter becomes so afraid that he denies his Master
three times—a fall which Jesus allowed to happen in order to teach him humility. “Here we learn a
great truth: that a man’s resolution is not sufficient unless he relies on the help of God” (St John
Chrysostom). What we hear today is Jesus allowing Peter, so sorry for his denial, to demonstrate
his resolve anew. Or as St. Jose Maria Escriva would write “Jesus questions Peter, three times, as
if to give him a triple chance to atone for his triple denial. Peter has learned his lesson from the bitter
experience of his wretchedness. Aware of his weakness, he is deeply convinced that rash claims
are pointless. Instead, he puts everything in Christ’s hands. ‘Lord, you know well that | love you™ (St
J. Escriva, Friends of God, 267)

To bring the moment of healing to completion Jesus once again invites Peter, “Follow me.” Just like
He did when it all began, three long years ago, on this same shore, standing amidst another miracu-
lous catch of fish. “Follow me!” not because you are now and have always been perfect. “Follow
me!” because you have learned from your mistakes, renounced them, and resolved anew to follow
Jesus. “Follow me!” because you realize it is not your strength that enables you to do it, but that
you can do all things through Christ who strengthens you. “Follow me!” because although you have
not always been faithful to me, | have always been and will always be faithful to you, and | want you
to follow me because you are precious in my sight, and honored, and | love you. And Peter, his
heart renewed by the love of Jesus, does follow Him. And now Jesus turns to us and gives us the
same invitation... “Follow me!”

And so we pray, Lord Jesus, help me to hear Your call again today. In my weakness, be my
strength. In my fear, be my peace. In my past, be my healer. And in all things, be the One | follow.

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Reflection Question of the Week ~ 3rd Sunday of Easter
Listen to the conviction of St. Paul and St. Peter in today’s readings.
In the first reading, St. Paul is ordered “to stop teaching in that
name.” That meant he was to stop teaching about Jesus. But St.
Paul gives a clear response, “We must obey God rather than men.”
He was willing to face trial and suffering rather than stop speaking
about Jesus. The scene in the gospel is often referred to as
“breakfast with Jesus.” St. Peter, having denied Jesus three times, is
given three opportunities in today’s gospel to express his conviction
to following Jesus. In this intimate conversation we can hear the
strength of that love in each response, "Lord, you know everything;
you know that | love you." How will you express you conviction about
being a follower of Jesus Christ, if asked? Take some time in quiet
payer to speak from your heart with Christ.
