· Be a practicing Catholic in good standing with the Church.
· Be at least 18 years of age.
· Possess a demonstrated commitment to parish life.
· Be willing to serve a three-year term.
· Be able to attend monthly meetings and participate actively in the Council’s work.
Qualities Sought in Members

· A spirit of prayer and discernment.
· Ability to work collaboratively.
· Respect for confidentiality.
· Open-mindedness and a willingness to listen.
· Commitment to the Church’s mission and the vision of the parish.

Application Process

1. Prayerful Discernment

· A brief personal statement (max 300 words) answering:
“Why do you feel called to serve on the Parish Pastoral Council at this time?”
· One letter of recommendation from a fellow parishioner or parish ministry leader.
3. Interview with Discernment Team
Selected applicants will be invited to a conversation with members of the Discernment Team. This is a time to mutually explore the applicant’s gifts and the needs of the Council.

4. Discernment and Selection
Based on prayer, discussion, and alignment with the PPC’s current needs, the Discernment Team will present recommendations to the Pastor, who will confirm the appointments.

5. Orientation and Commissioning
New members will attend an orientation and be commissioned at a designated Mass, beginning their three-year term of service.
