January 8, 2023
The Epiphany of the Lord

A friend of mine is a young priest who teaches high school
physics at a Catholic boys’ prep school. Like many today, the
boys often think science and religion are enemies. So, he de-
lights in their raised eyebrows when he reminds them his first
full-time job as a priest was to be an astrophysicist. He cata-
loged the size, shape, and matter of distant stars. He tells
them, “Science gave me more love for God, not less.”

The Magi were something like scientist-astronomers. Like
today’s scientists, they employed disciplined methods of dis-
covering dependable patterns in the world. Their rigorous
commitment to the truth led them to the joy of discovering
Jesus. Their love for knowledge leads them to worship the
Source of all knowledge. Luke says of them, “They were over-
joyed at seeing the star.”

We may see the universe as cold and empty and feel sad. But
why should we do that? The Magi, like my priest-friend, show
us there is another way to experience the world. We use our
intelligence to discover the beautiful patterns in the world —
in mathematics, physics, astronomy, biology, neuroscience,
and so on — and allow this to lead us to greater love for God.
So, my fellow Magi: the world needs us to be overjoyed at
finding God in science and, finally and fully, in Jesus.

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The story of the Wise Men bringing gifts to Jesus,
the newborn King, is a great one, isn’t it? They
had a great big star in the sky to lead the way. |
am no Boy Scout, so | am not sure how well |
would do following a star like that. But the im-
portant point here is that God led them to the
manger. The manger was a place that unless
God specifically showed you this was where the
Christ Child was born you wouldn’t have be-
lieved it. You would have passed on by.

In our lives, there are no big stars in the sky lead-
ing us where we need to go. It isn’t so easy
sometimes discerning where God is leading us.
We may seek to use our gifts wisely, but in what
manner and to what end is not always clear.

This is where prayer can make a huge difference.
If we seek to cultivate a prayer life where we are
mindful of the presence of God throughout our
day, then the call is easier to discern. We can
help the process by intentionally offering to God
in the morning the entirety of the day to come:
all our actions, all our time, and all our deci-
sions. In the evening, we can examine the past
hours of the day and reflect on when we re-
sponded well to Christ’s call and when we fell
short. Then we resolve to begin again tomorrow,
inviting Christ to be with us every step of the
way. God may not offer a star in the sky to lead
us, but if we invite us on our journey each day,
the path will be much clearer.

The relics of Bl. Carlo Acutis and St. Manuel Gonzalez Garcia, special interces-
sors of the Revival, will be in our diocese from January 6 - 12, 2023.

Bl. Carlo was a young millennial fascinated by the Eucharist. He loved play-
ing video games, but loved Jesus more,, using his computer skills to create a
website to teach other about the Eucharist. Since his First Communion, he
attended Mass daily and brought his family back to the faith. He died in 2006
at age 15 of leukemia, offering up his suffering for the Pope and the Church.
St. Manuel is known as the Apostle of the Abandoned Tabernacles. St. Manuel
was a priest and sent by the Archbishop to Palomares del Rio, a village, but
upon his arrival no one came to meet him. The church was greatly aban-
doned: filled with dust and dirt, cobwebs inside the tabernacle, and torn altar
cloths. Upon seeing this situation, he knelt before the altar and thought
about the many abandoned tabernacles in the world. He devoted his life and
ministry to teaching people about the Eucharist and cared deeply for youth.
