GOSPEL REFLECTION

A stranger in a foreign land, | was exhausted and
homesick as my summer Spanish immersion ended in
Guatemala. The rusty minivan arriving outside my
small residence filled me with joyful hope. | was flying
home to the U.S. and would be, at long last, complete-
ly happy. Or so | thought. After about half an hour of
being home, | thought to myself, “This place is boring. |
want to go somewhere.” So, | hopped in my car and
left to see my friends. As | drove, | wistfully wondered,
“Where am | truly at home?”

The feast of Epiphany has a lot to do with our notion of
home. Where is our origin? Where are we going?
When is our wandering done? Saint Matthew tells us
of the Magi, “They were overjoyed at seeing the star.’
This star will bring them home, to a place where their
questing will end, and they will be satisfied. Their real
home is neither in the East nor in the earthly Jerusa-
lem. Somehow, their home is wherever this boy and
his parents are.

Dear Holy Trinity Parish Families,

Last year, Angel Scholarship Fund (ASF) donations amounted to $130,000 which was used to help reduce the
tuition for 92 students at Holy Trinity School (HTS). The ASF allows you to direct a portion of your Ohio state
income taxes towards supporting HTS.
