Haitian "bateyes" came about in the early 1900s as 
immigrants from Haiti were attracted to the Domini-
can Republic by the promise of work on large sugar-
cane plantations. These communities have devel-
oped and multiplied over the years, and conditions 
have improved, some with the support of humanitari-
an organizations and some government intervention. 
However, many remain without electricity and run-
ning water. The Avon Catholic community has part-
nered with Bold Hope to serve the Dominican Repub-
lic bateyes, and today, we are returning from our first 
family-based mission trip. A special thank you to 
Adriana Leone for all her work planning this life-
giving trip. We are committed to seeing those living in 
these bateyes flourish physically and spiritually. 
 
This week, the Gould, Leemans, and Leone families 
represented the Avon Catholic community, providing 
various ministries. Together, the entire team worked 
on the continued construction of the community cen-
ter. Lisa Leemans painted and served in women's 
ministry. The Leone’s took Polaroid photos of each 
family on site, and together, they crafted frames for 
those special pictures. Together we worked on shar-
ing the love of Jesus in children's ministry. Maria 
Gould and Francesco Leone taught the kids how to 
make rainbow loom bracelets, and Joey Gould spoke 
the universal language of sports and played every 
possible game with our new friends. In truth, we likely 
received far more than we gave, a trip that will cer-
tainly always live in our hearts. 
 
We look forward to sharing more about the work that 
has taken place this past week and the continued 
mission trip opportunities for the Avon Catholic com-
munity.
