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~ Diaconate from Deacon Mike ~ 
 
Hello Avon Catholic Community, 
 
Since I moved into the area and began my assignment to Holy Trinity Parish by Bishop Malesic, I have had people ask; what is and 
what does a Deacon do in the Church?  So, I approached Father Vincent about writing short articles for the bulletin specific to the 
Permanent Diaconate.  With the penning of this first article, you can surmise that he supported my idea.  My intent is not to provide 
historical context of the ministry, but to share insights into the Permanent Diaconate.  Deacon Dan and I are ordained Permanent 
Deacons.  There are also Transitional Deacons. Priest Seminarians are ordained a Deacon and are called Transitional Deacons.  Their 
diaconate ministry is transitional until they are ordained a Priest.  
 
Most Deacons are married, were or are still employed in secular society.  This makes the Permanent Diaconate unique,  because the 
Deacon has three vocations.  The first of these vocations is their marriage and family. The second is their professional career.  The 
third vocation is the Diaconate.  Notice the order in which each vocation is listed.  The Deacon’s primary vocation is his marriage and 
family.  God first called him to the vocation of marriage which is a sacramental covenant he and his spouse made with God.  The  
second vocation is his professional career, necessary to provide the financial means to support their families and themselves.  The 
Diaconate is their third vocation, which is not lesser but is to be lived through the first two.  There is a common thread in each of 
these vocations, service.  
 
The root word of deacon is the Greek word “diakonos” which means servant.  Acts of the Apostles 6, 1-6 is referred to as the founding 
of the diaconate where seven men were chosen to serve the needs of the community .  Through time the Diaconate ministry waned 
but was restored during the Second Vatican Council.  The Fathers of Second Vatican Council wrote the ministry is threefold, 
“strengthened by sacramental grace, they are dedicated to the People of God...in the service (diakonia) of the liturgy, of the Gospel 
and of works of charity.”  Though the ministry had disappeared from the Church, the Fathers, led by the Holy Spirit saw the need for 
the Diaconate in the renewal of the Church.  Using the words of the Fathers of Second Vatican Council, we will expand on the         
Ministry of the Deacon.
