The Church’s Ministry of the Word

“Receive the Gospel of Christ who’s herald you are. Believe what you read. Teach what
you believe. Practice what you teach.” The Deaconis, “...they are dedicated to the People
of God...in the service (diakonia) of the liturgy...”. Unpacking this statement, “The Deacon
is called to proclaim the Scriptures, and instruct and exhort the people. This finds expres-
sion in the presentation of the Gospels, foreseen in the rite of ordination itself...” The Dea-
con is charged to be an evangelizer and teacher in the Church’s mission of spreading the
Word of God. As an evangelizer, the Deacon proclaims the Gospel. Additionally, by virtue
of ordination, he may preach in accordance with cannon law requirements.

He is a teacher of the Word through participation in various ministries, catechetical in-
struction, religious formation (OCIA/RCIA), leadership in retreats, are examples of how the
Deacon is involved in the teaching of the People of God.

The Deacon is called to live the Word explicitly in their second vocation, their professional
life. Through his actions, which may include words, the Deacon can bring the Gospel mes-
sage to life in his professional career.

As a servant, to his brothers and sisters in Christ he is to faithfully practice spiritual and
corporal works of mercy. By example, he is to lead his brothers and sisters in the imitation
of Christ in constant service to the People of God. The Deacon is an evangelizer and teach-
er of the Church’s ministry of the Word. He is also a Sanctifier.
