Order of Christian Initiation for Adults

RCIA is now OCIA

For anyone interested in becoming Catholic, wishing to complete the
sacraments or wanting to learn more about what the church teaches, the answer
for decades was “join RCIA.”

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, the process by which the church
brings in new converts and educates catechumens and candidates, has been a
staple in the Catholic life and lingo for years.

In November 2021, the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops changed the name
of one of the best-known acronyms in the church, reorienting the
Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) to the
Order of Christian Initiation of Adults (OCIA).

Rites are still part of the order, but the new structure is meant to invite
candidates and catechumens into a continuous process of spiritual formation
as opposed to fixed checkpoints on the path to
Baptism, First Communion and Confirmation.

These rites are not new to the church, but by making the entire process an
“order,” the candidate or catechumen understands the rites received in church
are just one part of the ongoing journey of discipleship. The sacraments of
initiation, Baptism and Confirmation ~ usually received during the Easter

Vigil, ~ are a part of the journey that will continue throughout their lives.

The OCIA process encourages candidates and catechumens to take charge of
their faith education, ask questions of catechists, explore the answers and build
a life-long relationship with Jesus Christ.
