News from the Wheel-House

“First of all, then, I urge that entreaties and prayers, petitions
and thanksgivings, be made on behalf of all men”
(1 Timothy 2:1)

Dear parish family,

How are you? May the peace and goodness of the Lord fill
you, your family, your friends, our faith community and the
whole world!

Last Thursday July 24, 2025 evening we had a “VIOLENT
INTRUDER RESPONSE TRAINING at our parish orga-
nized by our archdiocese of Boston. Hereby I want to thank
and appreciate our archdiocese, the people who did the train-
ing and all the participants. As you all know I was making an-
nouncements about it for couple of weeks through or church
Bulletin and the pulpit announcement at on weekend Masses.
And when it was happening, one of our parishioners asked
me: “Why the archdiocese is doing it?”” and “Do we have any
threat?” And I answered, “it is a preventive measure and also
added saying that it is a step to care and keep ourselves and
others safe”. Folks, we all know that as the people of God we
are called to care for others and sanctify this world. Talking
about this, I want to let you know that the call of this week-
end’s reading is the same.

Intercessory Prayers is a Form of Spiritual Charity: This
weekend we celebrate “the Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary
Time”. The main themes of today’s Scripture readings are
the power of intercessory prayer, the Our Father as the ideal
prayer, and the necessity for persistence and perseverance in
prayer, with trusting faith and boldness. In short, the readings
teach us what to pray for and how to pray.

Folks, one of the jewels of our church is the beautiful candle
shrine. And at the candle shrine we have statues of couple
of powerful saints. St. Theresa of Child Jesus is one among
them. This saint is also known as St. Theresa of Lisieux. She
is considered the patron saint of missionaries because of her
powerful intercession. Do you know that she did a lot of in-
tercessory prayers for the soldiers of the World War I and
knowing that and receiving the blessings of her prayers lot of
soldiers wrote “letter of thanks” to the Carmelite monastery
where she lived and those letters that opened her cause for
canonization? Please know that intercessory prayers is an ex-
pression of care for others and way to empathize with others.
It certainly helps us to grow in love and holiness.

It seems that asking for intercessory prayers is a part of the
daily life of many Catholics, but what is our disposition when
this happens? It can be so tempting to half-heartedly ask
someone to intercede for a person or situation in your life,
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then not putting the intention and time into the prayer that we should
not expecting anything to happen as a result. Even more often, we
find ourselves saying yes to intercede for someone and then not
putting the intention and time into the prayer that we should. I think
the main cause of all of these roadblocks in intercession comes from
not understanding the power our prayer has, and this is a lesson we
can learn from St. Therese. Another key part of St. Therese’s model
for intercession is to sanctify us and bring us closer to Him. One
of the most fundamental keys to intercession is believing in the
power of our prayers despite our littleness and imperfection. St.
Therese explains that when we pray for others we humble before
God and we make room for God to work. God doesn’t ask us for a
big complicated prayer but for the honest prayer of our hearts, no
matter its size. Intercessory prayer is one of the most important
parts of Catholic life, but often it can be overlooked. Looking at
the model of St. Therese and her little way, we can learn that inter-
cessory prayer is a beautiful part of our lives. Further, we see that it
can make a real, tangible difference in the natural and supernatural
realities around us when we offer our prayers with full confidence
in God’s providence despite our littleness.

In the first reading of this weekend, we hear Abraham interceding
for the cities of Sodom of Gomorrah. And in the gospel Jesus teach-
es to pray and informs and confirms about the rewards it brings.
Folks, let us take time to pray for others. Do you know that Mass is
the highest of prayer? When we do a Holy Mass for others and es-
pecially for our loved ones, we join our prayers with Jesus’ prayer.
We also bless and sanctify them. Just ask this question: When is
the last time I sincerely prayed for others? When is the last time [
offered Mass for my loved ones and for others who are ailing? Let
us bless and sanctify the world with our intercessory prayers!
Prayer Request: As many of you know that at our parish, we don’t
have a full time “genitor” to take care of the things at our church
but we have a volunteer cum part time genitor Mr. Michael Ausiel-
lo. He is going for his hip surgery at the end of this month. Kindly
keep him your prayers.

Impart the Faith: Folks, we are at the threshold of the month of
August and soon we will be entering into September in which af-
ter the summer break we will start the faith formation program.
Kindly remember to reach out to the rectory to register the chil-
dren of your family in the program and impart the faith to them.

Reminder: Please remember to keep our “Church Bell Tower
Pointing Project” in your prayers and support financially if it
works for you. We are working on starting the project soon.

Well, here goes the bell calling me to go and hold the Wheel. Before
I go, let me wish you “God Bless” and assure you of my continual

prayers for your greater good!

Como saben, estuve
haciendo anuncios al respecto durante un par de semanas a través
del Boletin de la parroquia y desde el pulpito en las misas de fin
de semana. Y mientras se celebraba, uno de nuestros feligreses
me preguntd: “;Por qué lo hace la Arquididcesis?” y “;Hay al-
guna amenaza?”. Respondi: “Es una medida preventiva”, y afiadi
que es un paso para cuidarnos y mantenernos seguros, tanto a
nosotros mismos como a los demds. Amigos, todos sabemos que,
como pueblo de Dios, estamos llamados a cuidar de los demas
y a santificar este mundo. A propdsito, quiero que sepan que el
llamado de la lectura de este fin de semana es el mismo.

La oracion de intercesion es una forma de caridad espiritual: Este
fin de semana celebramos el Decimoséptimo Domingo del Ti-
empo Ordinario. Los temas principales de las lecturas biblicas
de hoy son el poder de la oracion de intercesion, el Padrenuestro
como la oracion ideal y la necesidad de perseverancia y perse-
verancia en la oracion, con fe y valentia. En resumen, las lecturas
nos ensefian qué pedir y como hacerlo.

Amigos, una de las joyas de nuestra iglesia es el hermoso santu-
ario de las velas. En ¢l tenemos estatuas de dos santos poderosos.
Santa Teresa del Niflo Jests es una de ellas. Esta santa también
es conocida como Santa Teresa de Lisieux. Se la considera la
patrona de los misioneros por su poderosa intercesion. ;Sabias
que rez6 muchas veces por los soldados de la Primera Guerra
Mundial y que, sabiendo esto y recibiendo la bendicién de sus
oraciones, muchos soldados escribieron cartas de agradecimien-
to al monasterio carmelita donde vivio, y esas cartas abrieron su
causa de canonizacion? Recuerda que la oracion de intercesion
es una expresion de preocupacion por los demds y una forma
de empatizar con ellos. Sin duda, nos ayuda a crecer en amor y
santidad.

Parece que pedir oraciones de intercesion es parte de la vida dia-
ria de muchos catolicos, pero ;cual es nuestra disposicion cuan-
do esto sucede? Puede ser muy tentador pedir a alguien que
interceda por una persona o situacion en tu vida

sin mucho entusiasmo.Sin esperar que suceda nada como re-
sultado. Con mayor frecuencia, nos encontramos diciendo que si
a interceder por alguien y luego no dedicamos la intencion ni el
tiempo que deberiamos a la oracion. Creo que la principal causa de
todos estos obstaculos en la intercesion proviene de no compren-
der el poder de nuestra oracion, y esta es una leccion que podemos
aprender de Santa Teresita. Otro aspecto clave del modelo de inter-
cesion de Santa Teresita es santificarnos y acercarnos a El. Una de
las claves mas fundamentales de la intercesion es creer en el poder
de nuestras oraciones a pesar de nuestra pequefiez ¢ imperfeccion.
Santa Teresita explica que cuando oramos por los demas nos hu-
millamos ante Dios y le damos espacio para que obre. Dios no nos
pide una oracion compleja, sino una oracion sincera de corazon, sin
importar su tamafo. La oracion de intercesion es una de las partes
mas importantes de la vida catdlica, pero a menudo se pasa por alto.
Observando el modelo de Santa Teresita y su pequefio camino, po-
demos aprender que la oracion de intercesion es una parte hermosa
de nuestras vidas. Ademas, vemos que puede marcar una diferencia
real y tangible en las realidades naturales y sobrenaturales que nos
rodean cuando ofrecemos nuestras oraciones con plena confianza
en la providencia de Dios, a pesar de nuestra pequefiez.

En la primera lectura de este fin de semana, escuchamos a Abra-
ham intercediendo por las ciudades de Sodoma y Gomorra. Y en el
Evangelio, Jesus ensefla a orar, informa y confirma las recompensas
que trae consigo. Amigos, dediquemos tiempo a orar por los demas.
(Saben que la Misa es la oracion mas alta? Cuando celebramos
la Santa Misa por los demas, y especialmente por nuestros seres
queridos, unimos nuestras oraciones a la oracion de Jests. También
los bendecimos y santificamos. Simplemente haganse esta pregun-
ta: {Cuéando fue la ultima vez que oré sinceramente por los demas?
(Cuando fue la ultima vez que ofreci misa por mis seres queridos
y por quienes estan enfermos? jBendigamos y santifiquemos al
mundo con nuestras oraciones de intercesion! Solicitud de oracion:
Como muchos de ustedes saben, en nuestra parroquia no contamos
con un tutor a tiempo completo para atender las necesidades de la
iglesia, pero contamos con un tutor voluntario a tiempo parcial, el
Sr. Michael Ausiello.

También les dijo: “Supongan que alguno de ustedes tiene un amigo
que viene a medianoche a decirle: ‘Préstame, por favor, tres panes,
pues un amigo mio ha venido de viaje y no tengo nada que ofrecer-
le’. Pero ¢l le responde desde dentro: “No me molestes. No puedo
levantarme a dartelos, porque la puerta ya esta cerrada y mis hijos
y yo estamos acostados’. Si el otro sigue tocando, yo les aseguro
que, aunque no se levante a darselos por ser su amigo, sin embargo,
por su molesta insistencia, si se levantara y le dara cuanto necesite.

Asi también les digo a ustedes: Pidan y se les dara, busquen y en-
contraran, toquen y se les abrira. Porque quien pide, recibe; quien
busca, encuentra, y al que toca, se le abre. ;Habra entre ustedes
algin padre que, cuando su hijo le pida pan, le dé una piedra? ;O
cuando le pida pescado, le dé una vibora? ;O cuando le pida huevo,
le dé un alacran? Pues, si ustedes, que son malos, saben dar cosas
buenas a sus hijos, jcuanto mas el Padre celestial dara el Espiritu
Santo a quienes se lo pidan?”’



The 17th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Antecedentes de la lectura del Evangelio

Lucas presta mas atencion a las ensefianzas de Jesus sobre la
oracion que cualquier otro evangelista. También menciona a
Jests en oraciéon mas que los demas. En la lectura de hoy, des-
de el comienzo del capitulo 11 de su Evangelio, Lucas presenta
la esencia de la ensefianza de Jests sobre la oracion. Consiste
en Jesus ensenando una oracion a sus discipulos, una parabola
sobre el projimo insistente y la seguridad de que Dios escucha
nuestras oraciones.

Los discipulos ven a Jestis orando “en cierto lugar”. Le piden
que les ensefie a orar tal como Juan el Bautista habia ensefiado
a sus discipulos. Jesus les ensefia una version sencilla de la
oracion cristiana mas famosa, el Padrenuestro o Padrenues-
tro. La version de Mateo muestra signos de estar influenciada
por la oracion publica. La version de Lucas probablemente se
acerca mas a la forma original que ensefi6 Jesus. Despojada
de gran parte del lenguaje al que estamos acostumbrados, la
version de Lucas parece sencilla y directa. Oramos para que el
nombre de Dios sea reconocido como santo y que su reino so-
bre todo se establezca. A esto le siguen peticiones por nuestras
necesidades de pan, perdon y liberacion. Lucas usa el lenguaje
mas teoldgico de “pecados” en lugar de “deudas”, como se usa
en la version de Mateo.

Tras ensenar a sus discipulos una sencilla oracion diaria, Jesus
continua asegurandoles que Dios responde a las oraciones.
Primero cuenta una pardbola sobre un vecino insistente que le
pide pan a un amigo a medianoche. El amigo ya esta acosta-
do y no quiere molestar a su familia abriendo la puerta. Pero
como el vecino insiste, el hombre dormido se levanta y le da
todo lo que necesita. Si un vecino estd dispuesto a ayudarnos si
somos lo suficientemente persistentes, ;como podria Dios no
responder a nuestras peticiones?

Esta ensefianza concluye con el recordatorio de que si busca-
mos, recibiremos una respuesta. Si un padre humano, con to-
dos sus defectos, sabe dar buenas dadivas a sus hijos, ;cuanto
mas nos dara nuestro Padre celestial? Sin embargo, en lugar de
buenas dadivas, Lucas utiliza la palabra Espiritu Santo. Esto
presagia el don del Espiritu Santo, central en la teologia de Lu-
cas y que desempefiara un papel importante en el crecimiento
de la Iglesia primitiva después de Pentecostés.

La parabola y la ensefianza final de esta seccion no deben lle-
varnos a pensar en la oracién como una serie de peticiones pre-
sentadas a Dios. Mas bien, como ensefa Jesus en su oracion
modelo, la oracidn consiste en reconocer la santidad de Dios y
su dominio sobre todas las cosas

Background on the Gospel Reading

Luke gives more attention to Jesus’ teachings on prayer
than any other Gospel writer. He also mentions Jesus at
prayer more than the others. In today’s reading, from the
beginning of Chapter 11 of his Gospel, Luke presents
the core of Jesus’ teaching on prayer. It consists of Je-
sus teaching a prayer to his disciples, a parable on the
persistent neighbor, and assurances that God hears our
prayers.

The disciples notice Jesus praying “in a certain place.”
They ask him to teach them to pray just as John the Bap-
tist had taught his disciples. Jesus teaches them a sim-
ple version of the most famous Christian prayer, the Our
Father, or the Lord’s Prayer. Matthew’s version shows
signs of being shaped by public prayer. Luke’s version
is probably closer to the original form that Jesus taught.
Stripped of much of the language we are used to, Luke’s
version seems simple and direct. We pray that God’s
name will be recognized as holy and that his rule over
all will be established. This is followed by petitions for
our needs for bread, for forgiveness, and for deliverance.
Luke uses the more theological language of “sins” rather
than “debts,” which is used in Matthew’s version.

Having taught his disciples a simple, daily prayer, Jesus
goes on to reassure them that God answers prayers. First
he tells a parable about a persistent neighbor who asks a
friend for bread at midnight. The friend is already in bed
and has no desire to disturb his family by opening the
door. But because the neighbor is persistent, the sleeping
man gets up and gives him all that he needs. If a neigh-
bor is willing to help us if we are persistent enough, how
could God not respond to our requests?

This teaching concludes with the reminder that if we
seek, we will get a response. If a human father, with all
his faults, knows how to give good gifts to his children,
how much more will our heavenly Father give us? In-
stead of good gifts, however, Luke substitutes the word
Holy Spirit. This foreshadows the gift of the Holy Spirit,
who is central to Luke’s theology and who will play an
important role in the growth of the early Church after
Pentecost.

The parable and the concluding teaching in this section
should not lead us to think of prayer as a series of re-
quests presented to God. Rather, as Jesus teaches in his
model prayer, prayer consists in recognizing God’s holi-
ness and his rule over all things.
