News from the Wheel-House

By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to go out to a place
that he was to receive as an inheritance; he went out, not knowing
where he was to go. By faith he sojourned in the promised land
as in a foreign country...... for he thought that the one who had
made the promise was trustworthy. (Hebrews 11/8, 11)

Dear parish family,

May God, who calls us to have faith, strengthen us with His grace
as He did with Abraham and others in the Bible that we may nev-
er waver or withdraw in living the faith and forfeit ourselves the
rewards of the faith here on this earth or in heaven where we are
called to be!

Folk, this past week we heard the news about the earthquakes at
multiple places even in the states closer to where we live. A 4.1
magnitude earthquake struck near Haiti’s capital late Monday at
a depth of three miles, according to the country’s civil protec-
tion agency. A 5.7 magnitude earthquake struck off the southeast
coast of the Dominican Republic early Tuesday, jolting residents
awake in the Caribbean country and in neighboring Puerto Rico.
A magnitude 2.7 earthquake rattled parts of New York and New
Jersey around midday on Aug. 5, 2025 Tuesday according to data
from the U.S. Geological Survey. And when we hear the news
about tragic and negative events like earthquakes, fires, volcano
eruptions, shootings, war, or faced with the health issues, family
problems, job-related crises in our personal lives or in the lives of
our own family people or friends, or at the loss of someone very
close to us, we get discouraged, demoralized, depressed, dispir-
ited, disoriented and feel like future is not that promising. The
natural longing that we get at the point is to have that negative
feeling is gone and we have a blessed, peaceful and hopeful life.
You know, as the people of God we have been oftered with a way
to get it and the way is “Faith”. Here I remember what our Fr.
George said when we were hit with the unexpected loss of our
Deacon Joe Belmonte. He said, “thanks to our faith and hold on
to it, for it helps us to find the meaning of Joe’s life, the beautiful
reward he is going to receive in heaven, the strength to remain
strong and hopeful. The readings of this weekend speak to us the
beauty and blessings of “the Faith”.

Renew, Revive and Persevere in Faith: This weekend we are cel-
ebrating “the Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time”. Folks, our
Christian faith is based on the personal love of God towards each
one of us. Please remember that through faith, wonders have
been carried out throughout the ages. Thanks to faith we our-
selves believe in the divine presence and in his providential care.
But true faith is nothing without love. It is love that is the driving
force of faith; it is love that pushes the men and women living on
this earth to believe, with all their heart, in God the Father who is
caring for us. Faith and love do good work:

together they lead man towards God, towards that food which is the
Word of God. Today’s readings call us to faith, hope, and trust in God.
In the Gospel of today, Jesus invites us as he tells his disciples not to be
afraid because it is the Father’s desire to give us the kingdom.

The disciples were feeling troubled and discouraged with the upcom-
ing excruciating and disgraceful death of Jesus on the Cross. That im-
minent calamity dispirited and disoriented them. At that point Jesus
was strengthening them and called to hold the faith. He called them to
be faithful and prudent stewards who would keep themselves right and
do the right things even at the absence of his master’s presence. Folks,
in our life when we are hit with life ordeals, we feel the absence of God
and His care. The readings of this weekend call us to know that at those
moments we need to stay strong in faith and keep ourselves right and
do the right things like Abraham and all the great people whose praises
are being sung in the Bible that we may also experience and inherit the
blessings of “Faith”

holy days throughout the year as days of obligation, where the
faithful are required to participate in Mass.

Un terremoto de mag-
nitud 2.7 sacudi6 partes de Nueva York y Nueva Jersey alrede-
dor del mediodia del martes 5 de agosto de 2025, segin datos
del Servicio Geoldgico de Estados Unidos. Y cuando escuchamos
las noticias sobre eventos tragicos y negativos como terremotos,
incendios, erupciones volcanicas, tiroteos, guerras, o nos enfren-
tamos a problemas de salud, problemas familiares, crisis laborales
en nuestra vida personal o en la vida de nuestros propios famili-
ares o amigos, o ante la pérdida de un ser querido, nos desanima-
mos, nos desmoralizamos, nos deprimimos, nos desanimamos,
nos desorientamos y sentimos que el futuro no es tan promete-
dor.

Pero si este
siervo piensa: ‘Mi amo tardara en llegar’ y empieza a maltratar
alos criados y a las criadas, a comer, a beber y a embriagarse, el
dia menos pensado y a la hora mas inesperada, llegard su amo y
lo castigara severamente y le hara correr la misma suerte que a
los hombres desleales.

El servidor que, conociendo la voluntad de su amo, no haya
preparado ni hecho lo que debia, recibird muchos azotes; pero
el que, sin conocerla, haya hecho algo digno de castigo, recibira
pocos.

Al que mucho se le da, se le exigirda mucho, y al que mucho se le
confia, se le exigira mucho mas”.



The 19th Sunday in Ordinary Time

El Evangelio se basa en San Lucas 12,32-48 y, con unas vividas y ex-
presivas comparaciones, nuestro Sefior les dice a sus discipulos, y a
través de ellos a todos sus seguidores, como deben vivir en la tierra
para que siempre se encuentren en la amistad de Dios cuando llegue
su llamado a juicio. En respuesta a una pregunta de Pedro, nuestro
Sefior dice que se esperara mas de quienes han recibido mayores do-
nes de Dios que de quienes recibieron menores.

Esta ensefianza de nuestro Sefior deberia hacernos reflexionar y
tomar nota con seriedad. El nos ha acogido en su casa. Nos ha conver-
tido en su “pequeno rebano” Somos huéspedes invitados en su casa,
su Iglesia, mas que simples sirvientes. Hoy nos advierte que debemos
estar siempre ocupados con nuestra vocacion, con la razén por la que
nos invitd a su casa. Si comprendiéramos claramente qué significa ese
llamado de Cristo, cual es nuestra vocacion cristiana, apenas necesi-
tarfamos la advertencia de hoy. Somos cristianos, somos miembros
de su Iglesia, para nuestro propio bien eterno. Dios, mediante la
Encarnacién de Cristo, nos ha puesto en el camino al cielo. Siempre
nos ayuda en el camino. ;Podriamos ser tan ciegos a nuestro propio
bienestar como para arriesgarnos a perder la vida eterna que Dios nos
tiene reservada, y por la cual se entregd por amor? En nuestros mo-
mentos de mayor cordura, dirfamos un rotundo no a esta pregunta.
Sin embargo, debemos afrontar la realidad de la vida. Hay muchos
cristianos que estan destinados al cielo, pero que, en su insensatez,
han abandonado el Gnico camino que lleva alli y ahora viajan en la
direccion opuesta.

Algunos de los presentes podemos estar entre estos necios. Quizas
hemos dejado que este mundo nos domine tanto que no tenemos ti-
empo ni pensamiento para el mundo venidero. Para estos necios, y de
hecho para todos nosotros, la advertencia de hoy es que el llamado
al juicio nos llegard a cada uno como un ladrén en la noche, en el
momento menos esperado. No tiene por qué ser una muerte repen-
tina. De cada mil personas que mueren tras largas enfermedades en
nuestros hospitales, rara vez hay una que sepa y admita que esta a
punto de morir; por lo tanto, todas las muertes son repentinas, es
decir, inesperadas.

Sin embargo, la muerte inesperada, que con seguridad nos sobreven-
dra, no tiene por qué preocupar al buen cristiano comun. Es la
muerte sin preparacion, sin provision, la que debe causarnos ansie-
dad. No tiene por qué ser asi si, cuando llega, nos encuentra viviendo
en la gracia de Dios, viviendo la vida cristiana comdn y corriente,
cumpliendo con nuestras tareas diarias, pero como parte de nues-
tro deber hacia Dios. Debemos interesarnos por los asuntos de este
mundo, pero este interés nunca debe excluir nuestro interés eterno.
Al contrario, puede y debe ayudarnos a alcanzar el tnico interés real
que el hombre tiene en esta vida: ganarse la vida eterna.

Reflexiona seriamente sobre tu estilo de vida actual. ;Es tu compor-
tamiento en el hogar, en el trabajo, en tu tiempo libre, en tu relaciéon
con Dios (oraciones y asistencia a la iglesia) y con tu préjimo tal que
no cambiarias nada si Dios te dijera que moriras esta noche? Si es asi,
dale gracias a Dios y sigue adelante; vas por buen camino. Si no, no
esperes a que Dios te diga cuando o dénde morirés; El no te lo dird.
Arregla las cosas hoy y no tendras que preocuparte cuando llegue tu
llamado al juicio. La muerte sera el dia de graduacion para el buen
cristiano, no el dia de los exdmenes.

The Gospel is from St. Luke 12:32-48 and in a few vivid and expressive
similes, our Lord tells the disciples and through them, all his followers,
how they should conduct their lives on earth so that they would always
be found in God’s friendship when their call to judgment comes. In an-
swer to a question put to him by Peter, our Lord says that more will
be expected of those who have received greater gifts from God than of
those who received lesser gifts.

This teaching of our Lord should make us all sit up and take serious
notice. He has taken us into his household. He has made us his “little
flock” We are invited guests in his home, his Church, rather than mere
servants. He warns us today that we must always be busy about our vo-
cation, about the reason why he invited us into his home. If we grasped
clearly what that call of Christ means, what our Christian vocation is,
we would hardly need today’s warning. We are Christians, we are mem-
bers of his Church, for our own eternal good. God, through Christ’s
Incarnation, has put us on the road to heaven. He is ever helping us on
the way. Could we be so blind to our own welfare that we would risk
losing the eternal life that God has in store for us, and for which He
went to the extreme lengths of love? In our saner moments we would
give an emphatic no to this question. Yet, we must look the real facts of
life in the face. There are many Christians who are destined for heaven
but who, in their folly, have left the only road which leads there, and are
now traveling in the opposite direction.

Some of us here present may be among these foolish ones. We may have
let this world get such a grip on us that we have no time or thought for
the world that is to come. For such foolish people, and indeed for all
of us, today’s warning is that our call to judgment will come on each
one of us like a thief in the night, at a moment when we least expect it.
This need not be a sudden death. Of every thousand who die after long
illnesses in our hospitals, there rarely is one who knows and admits he
is about to die, so actually all deaths are sudden, that is, unexpected.

However the unexpected death, which we are sure to get, need not wor-
ry the ordinary good Christian. It is the unprepared, the unprovided
death which must cause us anxiety. It need not, if, when it comes, it
finds us living in God’s grace, living the ordinary Christian life, doing
our daily tasks but doing them as part of our duty to God. We have to
take an interest in the affairs of this world, but the interest must never
exclude our eternal interest. Instead it can and must help us toward the
one real interest that man has in this life, that is, to earn his eternal life.

Take a serious look at your way of living today. Is your behavior in the
home, in your place of work, in your recreation, in your relations with
God—prayers and church attendance—and with your neighbor, it is
such that you would change nothing in it, if you were told by God that
you were to die tonight? If it is, thank God for it and keep on going; you
are on the right road. If it is not, don't wait for God to tell you when or
where you will die; he will not tell you. Put things right today, and then
you need not worry when your call to judgment comes. Death will be
graduation day for the good Christian—not examination day.
