News from the Wheel-House

And so it is, that both the Devil and the angelic Spirit present us
with objects of desire to awaken our power of choice. Ultimate-
ly, the only power to which man should aspire is that which he
exercises over himself and improve the quality of life. - Rumi

Dear parish family,

How are you? I hope that things are going good with you and
your family. I pray that God may help you and your family es-
pecially to improve the quality of life by not to be conformed to
this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind in
Him and be able to test and approve what is the good, pleasing,
and perfect will of God.

Last week on Monday I was on the phone with Fr. Starwin, my
priest friend in India. Now he is the rector of a well renowned
Basilica of the region, dedicated to Our Lady of Snows, Tuticorin
in Tamil Nadu, India. He had just finished with the big celebra-
tion of the feast of Our Lady of Snows on Aug 5th. I called him
to check on: how he is doing and how the feast went on? During
the course of our conversation, at one point we talked about “the
usage of the power” that is at our disposal. He mentioned that we
are all vested with “power” in one way or other and how we use
it, define who we are. Folks, if you and me give a deeper thought
to it, we will be able to say right away how true it is. You know,
the readings of this weekend talk about this point and call us to
use our talents and resources, that are at our power or disposal, in
such a way that we mark ourselves as people of God. The prom-
ise of reward for doing it is that God will show us His favors.
Power Is Not Meant to Inflict and Wreck but to Form and Build:
This weekend we are celebrating “the Twentieth Sunday in Or-
dinary Time”. The central theme of this weekend’s readings is
that we should courageously use our talents and resources and to
live out our religious convictions and principles in our lives, as
Jeremiah, Paul, and Jesus did. Jeremiah, in our first reading, is
presented as experiencing the consequences of the burning word
of God within him. We all know through the Bible that God vest-
ed him with the prophetic gift and power to form and build Isra-
elites into a community of God.

Jeremiah lived during a turbulent period in the late 7th and early
6th centuries BC, witnessing the decline of the Assyrian Empire
and the rise of Babylonian power, which ultimately led to the
destruction of Jerusalem and the Babylonian exile. Born into a
priestly family in Anathoth, he served as a prophet to the King-
dom of Judah, warning of divine judgment for the nation’s idola-
try and social injustices. His ministry was marked by opposition,
persecution, and personal struggles, as he used the prophetic
power vested on him and delivered messages of impending de-
struction and the need for repentance. We hear in the first reading
that when Jeremiah used the prophetic talent and power given to
him, he was in trouble. He was thrown into a muddy cistern to
die of hunger. The rulers of his time used their power not only to
inflict harm to Jeremiah but also to mislead and wreck

the society. And we all know that it was not the end of the story. At the
end how God favored Jeremiah and how the leaders, who were causing
inflictions, harms and wrecks, faced the formidable end along with the
Israelites who refused to get awaken, change and aspire to be the people
of God. Another thing is that when Jeremiah was acting on the gift of
prophetic power, he was alone and did not have recognition and acknowl-
edgment. It was very disheartening to him. However, he did not allow it
to stop him or set back. He went forward with his religious conviction and
continued to use his talents and resources to form and build. In the second
reading we hear St. Paul was encouraging the newly converts, who had
embraced the new way of life in Christ and were estranged and left alone,
to remain strong and continue to be the people of God. In the gospel Jesus
calls his followers to hold the faith and keep it always alive and burning.
We Christians need to blaze with the same fire with which Jesus wished
his disciples to burn. We should never allow the huddles to take down
us or snub off our faith. We should always be thoughtful and careful in
using our talents and resources to form and build ourselves, our families
and community as God’s own and never abuse them to inflict, harm and
wreck. How am [ using the blessing of “ability to speak” vested on me?
Am I using it to inflict, harm and wreck or to heal and build? Please re-
member to improve the quality of life.

Querida familia parroquial:

Ruego que Dios los ayude, especialmente a ustedes y a su familia,
a mejorar su calidad de vida no conformandose a este mundo, sino
transformandose mediante la renovacién de su mente en El y siendo
capaces de comprobar y aprobar cual es la buena, agradable y per-
fecta voluntad de Dios.

El lunes pasado hablé por teléfono con el Padre Starwin, mi ami-
go sacerdote en la India. Actualmente es rector de una reconocida
basilica de la region, dedicada a Nuestra Sefiora de las Nieves, en
Tuticorin, Tamil Nadu, India. Acababa de terminar la gran cele-
bracion de la festividad de Nuestra Sefiora de las Nieves el 5 de
agosto. Lo llamé para saber como estaba y como habia ido la fiesta.
Durante nuestra conversacion, en un momento dado hablamos sobre
el uso del poder que tenemos a nuestra disposicion. El menciond que
todos estamos investidos de poder de una forma u otra, y coémo lo us-
amos define quiénes somos. Amigos, si reflexionamos mas a fondo,
podremos reconocer de inmediato su veracidad. Las lecturas de este
fin de semana abordan este punto y nos llaman a usar nuestros talen-
tos y recursos, que estan a nuestra disposicion, de tal manera que nos
identifiquemos como pueblo de Dios. La promesa de recompensa
por hacerlo es que Dios nos mostrara sus favores.

El poder no esta destinado a causar ni destruir, sino a formar y con-
struir: Este fin de semana celebramos el Vigésimo Domingo del Ti-
empo Ordinario. El tema central de las lecturas de este fin de semana
es que debemos usar con valentia nuestros talentos y recursos, y
vivir nuestras convicciones y principios religiosos en nuestras vi-
das, como lo hicieron Jeremias, Pablo y Jesus. Jeremias, en nuestra
primera lectura, se presenta experimentando las consecuencias de la
ardiente palabra de Dios en su interior. Todos sabemos, por la Biblia,
que Dios le otorgé el don y el poder profético para formar y edificar
al pueblo de Israel en una comunidad de Dios. Jeremias vivio du-
rante un periodo turbulento a finales del siglo VII y principios del
VI a. C., siendo testigo de la decadencia del Imperio asirio y el auge
del poder babilénico, lo que finalmente condujo a la destruccion de
Jerusalén y al exilio babildnico. Nacido en una familia sacerdotal
de Anatot, sirvié como profeta en el reino de Judd, advirtiendo del
juicio divino por la idolatria y las injusticias sociales de la nacion.
Su ministerio estuvo marcado por la oposicion, la persecucion y las
luchas personales, al usar el poder profético que le fue otorgado y
transmitir mensajes de destruccion inminente y la necesidad de ar-
repentimiento. En la primera lectura, escuchamos que cuando Jer-
emias uso6 el talento y el poder profético que le fueron otorgados,
se encontr6 en problemas. Fue arrojado a una cisterna fangosa para
morir de hambre. Los gobernantes de su tiempo usaron su poder
no solo para infligir dafio a Jeremias sino también para engafarlo y
arruinarlo.

La sociedad. Y todos sabemos que ese no fue el final de la historia. Al
final, como Dios favorecié a Jeremias y como los lideres, que caus-
aban aflicciones, dafios y desastres, enfrentaron el terrible final junto
con los israelitas que se negaron a despertar, cambiar y aspirar a ser
el pueblo de Dios. Ademas, cuando Jeremias actuaba con el don del
poder profético, estaba solo y carecia de reconocimiento. Fue muy de-
salentador para él. Sin embargo, no permitié que esto lo detuviera ni lo
frenara. Siguid adelante con su conviccion religiosa y continud usando
sus talentos y recursos para formar y construir. En la segunda lectu-
ra, escuchamos que San Pablo animaba a los recién convertidos, que
habian abrazado la nueva forma de vida en Cristo y se habian alejado y
abandonado, a mantenerse fuertes y continuar siendo el pueblo de Dios.
En el Evangelio, Jesus llama a sus seguidores a mantener la fe siem-
pre viva y ardiente. Los cristianos debemos arder con el mismo fuego
con el que Jesus deseaba que ardieran sus discipulos. Nunca debemos
permitir que las reuniones nos derrumben ni menosprecien nuestra fe.
Siempre debemos ser considerados y cuidadosos al usar nuestros talen-
tos y recursos para formarnos y edificarnos a nosotros mismos, a nues-
tras familias y a nuestra comunidad como propiedad de Dios, y nunca
abusar de ellos para causar daiio o destruir. ;Coémo estoy usando la
bendicion de la “capacidad de hablar” que me fue otorgada? ;jLa estoy
usando para causar daflo o para sanar y construir? Por favor, recuerden
mejorar su calidad de vida.

Antecedentes de la lectura del Evangelio

Tras recordar a los apdstoles y a la multitud que afrontar el juicio
venidero requiere paciencia, Jesus continua hablando de lo dificil
que serda esperar. Les dice que ha venido a prender fuego a la tier-
ra. Recordemos que en el capitulo 3 del Evangelio de Lucas, Juan
el Bautista anuncia a la multitud que ¢l bautiza con agua, pero que
viene alguien mas poderoso que bautizara con el Espiritu Santo
y fuego. El fuego del que habla Jesus aqui es la angustia causada
por el juicio venidero. Es también el fuego del Espiritu que Lu-
cas, en los Hechos de los Apdstoles, describe descendiendo sobre
los discipulos en Pentecostés. Ese fuego los fortalecera para ir al
mundo entero a predicar la buena nueva de la Resurreccion de
Jesus.

Jesus serd el primero en experimentar la angustia del juicio venid-
ero. Su bautismo sera el conflicto en el que se verd inmerso al
acercarse a Jerusalén y a su muerte en la cruz. Sus seguidores
no se libraran de esa angustia. Los angeles, en el nacimiento de
Jestss, proclamaron paz en la tierra, y Simeon, sosteniendo al nifio
Jesus en el templo, dijo a Dios: «Maestro, ahora puedes dejar ir a
tu siervo en paz». Aqui Jests le dice a la multitud que no piense
que ha venido a traer paz; ha venido a traer division. Simeoén lo
expreso asi cuando se dirigié a Maria y le dijo que el niflo estaba
destinado a ser el ascenso y la caida de muchos y a ser una sefial
que sera contradicha. La paz es el fin ultimo del Reino de Dios,
pero la paz tiene un precio. Jests advierte a la multitud que dond-
equiera que se escuche y se ponga en practica la Palabra de Dios,
se produce division. Los padres estaran divididos contra sus hijos
y las madres contra sus hijas.

El juicio venidero nos obliga a considerar las implicaciones de
nuestros compromisos. Como advirtié Jests en el Evangelio del
domingo pasado, un compromiso de fe requiere que cambiemos
nuestra actitud hacia las posesiones materiales y que tomemos
alin mas en serio nuestras responsabilidades morales. Aqui recu-
erda a la multitud que quienes se comprometen con ¢l descubriran
que esto afecta la forma en que se relacionan con sus amigos y
familiares. El angel que anuncid el nacimiento de Juan el Bautista
a Zacarias dijo que Juan iria delante de Jesus para convertir el
corazon de los padres hacia sus hijos. Pero un compromiso con
Jestis nos obliga a cambiar nuestra forma de vida, y esto puede
generar tension en las relaciones.

No esperamos escuchar palabras tan dificiles de Jesus en el Evan-
gelio. Pero es bueno recordar de vez en cuando que la decision
de hacer lo correcto, lo bueno, no siempre es facil ni esta exenta
de conflictos. Jestis mismo no tomo decisiones féciles ni evitd los
conflictos. En la lectura de hoy, les recuerda a sus seguidores que
estén preparados para decisiones dificiles y también para
conflictos.

Background on the Gospel Reading

Having reminded the apostles and the crowd that facing the

coming judgment takes patience, Jesus now goes on to speak of
how difficult it will be to wait. He tells them that he has come to
set the earth on fire. Recall that in chapter 3 of Luke’s Gospel,
John the Baptist tells the crowd that he is baptizing with water,
but someone mightier is coming who will baptize with the Holy
Spirit and fire. The fire Jesus speaks of here is the distress caused
by the coming judgment. It is also the fire of the Spirit that Luke,
in the Acts of the Apostles, will describe descending on the dis-
ciples on Pentecost. That fire will strengthen them to go out to
the whole world to preach the good news of Jesus’ Resurrection.

Jesus will be the first to experience the distress of the coming
judgment. His baptism will be the conflict into which he will
be immersed as he approaches Jerusalem and his death on the
cross. His followers will not be spared that distress. The angels
at Jesus’ birth proclaimed peace on earth, and Simeon, holding
the baby Jesus in the Temple, said to God: “Master, now you
may let your servant go in peace.” Here Jesus tells the crowd
not to think he has come to bring peace; he has come to bring
division. Simeon said as much when he turned to Mary and said
that the child was destined for the rise and fall of many and to
be a sign that will be contradicted. Peace is the ultimate end of
the Kingdom of God, but peace has a price. Jesus is warning the
crowd that wherever the Word of God is heard and acted upon,
division occurs. Fathers will be divided against sons and mothers
against daughters.

The coming judgment forces us to look at the implications of
our commitments. As Jesus warned in last Sunday’s Gospel, a
commitment of faith requires us to change our attitude toward
material possessions and to take even more seriously our moral
responsibilities. Here he reminds the crowd that those who com-
mit to him will find it affects the way they relate to friends and
family members. The angel who announced the birth of John
the Baptist to Zechariah said John would go before Jesus to turn
the hearts of fathers toward their children. But a commitment to
Jesus forces us to change the way we live our lives, and this can
put strains on relationships.

We don’t expect to hear such difficult words from Jesus in the
Gospel. But it is good to be reminded once in a while that the
decision to do the right thing, the good thing, is not always easy
and without conflict. Jesus himself did not make easy decisions
and avoid conflict. In today’s reading, he reminds his followers
to be prepared for difficult decisions and conflict as well.
