News from the Wheel-House

“In her voyage across the ocean of this world, the Church is
like a great ship being pounded by the waves of life’s different
stresses. Our duty is not to abandon ship but to keep her on her
course.” — St. Boniface

Dear parish family,

How are you? Hope everything is good with you, your family
and friends. Last week on Monday and Tuesday evening I saw
people going vested with light winter jackets. The weather is giv-
ing us the notice that summer 2025 is slipping away and we are
gradually edging to enter into the season of fall and winter. Of
course, next week on September 1, 2025 Monday we will be cel-
ebrating “Labor Day” and on September 22, 2025 we will be see-
ing the last day of the summer of 2025. Talking about the “Labor
Day”, I got the curiosity to know more about this day and I went
online. The facts I found are very interesting: Labor Day, which
is an annual celebration of the social and economic achievements
of American workers, is rooted in the late nineteenth century.
The labor activists of that time pushed for a federal holiday to
recognize the many contributions workers have made to Ameri-
ca’s strength, prosperity, and well-being. Who first proposed the
holiday for workers? Two workers, Peter J. McGuire and Mat-
thew Maguire, make a solid claim to the Founder of Labor Day
title. In 1882, they suggested to set aside a day for a “general
holiday for the laboring classes” to honor those “who from rude
nature have delved and carved all the grandeur we behold.” The
first Labor Day holiday was celebrated on Tuesday, September
5, 1882, in New York City. On June 28, 1894, President Grover
Cleveland signed a law making the first Monday in September of
each year a national holiday.

Folks we all know and should acknowledge that American la-
bor has raised the nation’s standard of living and contributed to
the greatest production the world has ever known and the labor
movement has brought us closer to the realization of our tradi-
tional ideals of economic and political democracy. It is appropri-
ate, therefore, that the nation pays tribute on Labor Day to the
creator of so much of the nation’s strength, freedom, and leader-
ship — the American worker.

Well, now you may be wondering why I am talking about all
these historical facts about the “Labor Day”? The reason is to
drive home the message of this weekend’s liturgical readings. As
the celebration of the Labor Day is inviting us to have a profound
respect for “Labors” done by our ancestors, to get the spirit to
continue the tradition and shape a better world, the readings of
this weekend are encouraging us to respect, appreciate and con-
tinue the works of our Lord Jesus that we may enjoy a better
world and help our generations to inherit the best. Salvation Is
Not Automatic: This weekend we are celebrating “the Twenty
First Sunday in Ordinary Time”. The Gospel of today tells us that
salvation is not automatic. It requires cooperation and persever-
ance on our part to secure the kingdom of heaven.

The Gospel tells us that we must discipline ourselves, avoid evil,
and do good in our best capacity in order to achieve our final goal. In
the first reading of today, Prophet Isaiah aims to console those peo-
ple of Israel who had returned from exile and were depressed having
witnessed the miserable state of Jerusalem and the poverty of their
motherland. Their Temple was destroyed and they felt that God had
abandoned them. The Israelites thought that they would be favored
and protected by God because they had been chosen. They thought
that God’s providence would be offered automatically and regardless
even if they didn’t walk on the path of God. The reality taught them the
lesson that they were wrong. And when they were in discouragement
because of the perils, the Prophet spoke to them and encouraged to
discipline themselves. He exhorted them to appreciate the deeds that
God had done to their ancestors and return to Him.

The liturgy of this weekend invites us to cooperate with God’s grace
daily given to us by choosing the narrow way and the narrow gate of
self-control and self-discipline of our evil tendencies, evil habits, and
addictions. They also call us to love others, seeing the face of Jesus in
them, and sharing our blessings with them sacrificially. Abandoning
the ship is easy but to work to float and continue sailing needs hope
and commitment. Appreciating the labors of God, let us turn to Him
to make ourselves better person, to form better family, community,
nation and world.

Please pray over this project and if you find yourselves that
you can extend your financial support, kindly come forward to do
it. I thank and greatly appreciate it in advance.

Por supuesto, la
proxima semana, el lunes 1 de septiembre de 2025, celebraremos el
Dia del Trabajo y el 22 de septiembre de 2025 veremos el ltimo
dia del verano de 2025. Hablando del Dia del Trabajo, me pico la
curiosidad por saber mas sobre este dia y me conecté a internet. Los
datos que encontré son muy interesantes: el Dia del Trabajo, una
celebracion anual de los logros sociales y economicos de los tra-
bajadores estadounidenses, tiene sus raices a finales del siglo XIX.
Los activistas laborales de aquella época impulsaron la creacion de
un dia festivo federal para reconocer las numerosas contribuciones
de los trabajadores a la fortaleza, la prosperidad y el bienestar de
Estados Unidos. ;Quiénes fueron los primeros en proponer este dia
festivo para los trabajadores? Dos trabajadores, Peter J. McGuire
y Matthew Maguire, se atribuyen con conviccion el titulo de Fun-
dadores del Dia del Trabajo. En 1882, sugirieron reservar un dia
como “feriado general para las clases trabajadoras” para honrar a
quienes, “de naturaleza ruda, han excavado y tallado toda la gran-
deza que contemplamos”. El primer dia festivo del Dia del Trabajo
se celebro el martes 5 de septiembre de 1882 en la ciudad de Nueva
York. E1 28 de junio de 1894, el presidente Grover Cleveland firmé
una ley que establecia el primer lunes de septiembre de cada afio
como feriado nacional. Amigos, todos sabemos y debemos recon-

Antecedentes de la lectura del Evangelio

La lectura del Evangelio de hoy es la tercera de tres parabolas
del capitulo 13 que abordan el tema de los cambios inesperados
que trae el Reino de Dios. Las otras dos parabolas tratan sobre la
pequeia semilla de mostaza que se convierte en un gran arbol y
la pequefia cantidad de levadura que hace levar una gran masa.
Las tres tratan sobre los pocos y los muchos, y el Reino de Dios.

Al comienzo de esta parabola, Lucas nos recuerda que Jesus se di-
rige a Jerusalén. Este viaje, este éxodo, como lo llama Lucas, ocu-
pa toda la parte central del Evangelio. Ensefia mientras camina.
Una pregunta de la multitud le da a Jests la oportunidad de hacer
una declaracion profética. Lucas utiliza este recurso interrogativo
varias veces en su Evangelio. Hace unas semanas, la pregunta
“;Qué debo hacer para heredar la vida eterna?” dio lugar a la
pardbola del Buen Samaritano. La pregunta de si solo unos pocos
se salvaran utiliza un lenguaje cristiano tipico sobre la salvacion,
pero también expresa la preocupacion judia sobre si todos los que
se llaman judios son realmente fieles a la alianza. Esta era una
preocupacion de los fariseos.

Jesus responde que deben esforzarse en el tiempo que queda para
entrar por la puerta estrecha, porque muchos intentaran entrar,
pero no tendran la fuerza suficiente. Luego pasa a una parabola
sobre otra puerta. (La traduccion dice “puerta” y luego “puer-
ta”, pero se usa la misma palabra griega). Una vez que todos los
que entran en la casa del amo estén dentro y ¢él cierre la puerta,
no habré forma de que otros entren. Los que queden afuera po-
drén llamar, pero el amo dird que no los conoce. A diferencia del
Evangelio de hace unas semanas, donde Jestis ensefiaba sobre la
oracion, y se nos dijo que llaméaramos y se nos abriria la puerta, en
esta parabola, el amo no abrird y dird que no nos conoce. Personas
del norte, sur, este y oeste ocupardn nuestro lugar dentro. Abra-
ham, Isaac, Jacob y todos los profetas ocuparan nuestro lugar en
el Reino de Dios. Quienes no logren entrar por la puerta estrecha
seran arrojados al llanto y al rechinar de dientes.

La imagen de la puerta se sustituye en los versiculos finales de
la parabola por la imagen del banquete celestial. Dos pasajes del
libro de Isaias influyen en la conclusion. Isaias 43:5-6 habla de
Dios trayendo de vuelta a los descendientes de Israel del este y del
oeste, del norte y del sur. E Isaias 25:6 habla del Sefior ofreciendo
un banquete de manjares suculentos y vinos selectos para todos
los pueblos en su monte santo. La respuesta a la pregunta de si
solo unos pocos se salvaran es no. Al final, muchos se salvaran,
pero muchos que creian salvarse no lo haran. La pardbola es una
advertencia profética al arrepentimiento para entrar en el reino.

Background on the Gospel Reading

Today’s Gospel reading is the third of three parables in
chapter 13 that deal with the theme of the unexpected rever-
sals brought by the Kingdom of God. The other two parables
are about the tiny mustard seed that grows into a large tree
and the small amount of yeast that makes a large batch of
dough rise. All three are about the few and the many and the

Kingdom of God.

As this parable opens, Luke reminds us that Jesus is making
his way to Jerusalem. This journey, this exodus as Luke refers
to it, makes up the entire middle of the Gospel. He is teaching
as he goes. A question from the crowd gives Jesus the chance
to make a prophetic statement. Luke uses this question device
a number of times in his Gospel. A few weeks ago, the ques-
tion “What must I do to inherit eternal life?” led to the parable
of the Good Samaritan. The question about will only a few be
saved uses typical Christian language about salvation but also
expresses the Jewish concern about whether everyone who
calls himself a Jew is actually faithful to the covenant. This
was a concern of the Pharisees.

Jesus answers that they must strive in the time remaining to
enter through the narrow door because many will be trying to
get in but won’t be strong enough. He then moves to a parable
about another door. (The translation says “gate” then “door,”
but the same Greek word is used.) Once all those entering the
master’s house are in and he locks the door, there will be no
way for others to get in. Those left outside may knock, but
the master will say he doesn’t know them. Unlike the Gos-
pel reading from a few weeks ago where Jesus was teaching
about prayer, and we were told to knock and the door would
be opened, in this parable, the master will not open and say he
does not know us. People from the north, south, east, and west
will take our place inside. Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, and all the
prophets will take our place in the Kingdom of God. Those
who do not make it through the narrow door will be cast out
to where there is wailing and grinding of teeth.

The image of the door is replaced in the final verses of the
parable with the image of the heavenly banquet. Two pas-
sages from the Book of Isaiah influence the conclusion. Isa-
iah 43:5-6 speaks of God bringing Israel’s descendents back
from the east and from the west, the north and the south. And
Isaiah 25:6 speaks of the Lord providing a feast of rich foods
and choice wines for all peoples on his holy mountain. The
answer to the question if only a few will be saved is no. In the
end, many will be saved, but many who thought they would
be saved will not be saved. The parable is a prophetic warning
to repentance in order to enter the kingdom.
