News from the Wheel-House

“It was pride that changed angels into devils; It is humility that
makes men as angels”.

St. Augustine
Dear parish family,

May the blessings of the Lord be upon you, your family and
friends!

Folks, we are at the threshold of a brand-new month, September
2025. As you heard me through the last bulletin, on Monday we
will celebrate “the Labor Day” and with that we will be changing
“the beat of our life”. Shedding off the life style of summer we
all get back to regular realities of our life. I hope that many of
you might have heard either in conversation or online that “you
should not wear white after Labor Day”. It’s so widespread that
some consider it as the settled law or taboo in the world of fash-
ion. But when we ask the question, why does the fashion indus-
try say so? We are given couple of reasons: (1) white as vacation
attire, meant to signal an air of leisure. (2) dark colors especially
black color and its combination don’t help us to stay comfortable
during summer as they absorb more heat from the sun. (3) to
signal the end of summer and to switch out to work schedule lin-
ens with darker tones and thicker fabrics. Anyhow, whether we
are going to change the color of our linens or not, all our summer
stuff are certainly going to go to the closet and we will be pulling
out the stuff belonging to the upcoming season that we may not
stay alienated but be fit into it. Now, you may be wondering that
why I am talking about this? I talk about it because it helps us
to drive home the message of this weekend’s readings. Yes, the
readings of this weekend call us not to stay alienated to the ways
of our Lord but call us to fit ourselves into it that we may be His
own and stay blessed in our lives.

Copy from Jesus: This weekend we celebrate “the Twenty Sec-
ond Sunday in Ordinary Time”. As human persons, we often aim
to possess all power and control, to be the first in every possible
situation, to remain at the top, and have a lead over the others.
At times our humility has been crushed by pride and we are not
able to forge ahead. Humility, the virtue recommended to us is a
wise and saintly basic virtue of Christian life. It is the one virtue
that our Lord told us to copy from him as he asks us to learn from
Him for, He is meek and humble of heart. In the Gospel of today,
Jesus dines with religious leaders and takes the opportunity to
teach some important qualities of discipleship particularly that of
humility. Jesus recommends other virtues but tells us that humili-
ty is the foundation on which all other Christian virtues are built.
Folks, as we all know that our human society is very status ori-
ented. At the time of Jesus too society was very status conscious.
This was especially so at banquets. Your position at the banquet
table was an indicator of your social standing. If you were close
to the host, it meant that you were high up on the social scale and
if you were down at the end of the table, it meant that you we a
non-entity. Even worse, the banquet was used to improve

one’s social status. If you invited the rich and the powerful, your so-
cial status increased on the other hand if you invited the weak and the
lowly, your social status dropped down a notch. And our Lord Jesus
was against this entire system which was splitting and belittling the
humans. He wanted and still wants to establish a community where
everyone is equal and everybody stays “one” as people of God.

Our Holy Bible teaches us that the fallen angels took that fall because
of the pride. Jesus wants us not to be prideful which will expel and
alienate us away from His presence and blessings. Christ humbled
Himself to cure our pride. Folks, pride makes us to trample and crush
others on the other hand humility always encourage us to uphold the
well-being of others. The readings of this weekend call us to copy
Jesus that we may be of God’s own and enjoy His favors. The word
of God goes like this: ‘God opposes the proud, but gives grace to the
humble.’ (James 4/6).

Amigos, estamos a las puertas de un nuevo mes, septiembre de 2025.

Dia del Trabajo y, con ello, cambiaremos el ritmo de nuestra vida.

Ahora
bien, quizas se pregunten por qué hablo de esto. Lo hago porque nos
ayuda a comprender el mensaje de las lecturas de este fin de semana.
Si, las lecturas de este fin de semana nos llaman a no permanecer
aislados de los caminos de nuestro Sefior, sino a adaptarnos a ellos
para ser suyos y ser bendecidos en nuestras vidas.

Copia de Jests: Este fin de semana celebramos el Vigésimo Segundo
Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario. Como seres humanos, a menudo
aspiramos a poseer todo el poder y el control, a ser los primeros en
cada situacion posible, a mantenernos en la cima y a tener ventaja
sobre los demas. A veces, nuestra humildad se ve aplastada por el
orgullo y no podemos avanzar. La humildad, la virtud que se nos
recomienda, es una virtud sabia y santa, fundamental en la vida cris-
tiana. Es la Uinica virtud que nuestro Sefior nos pidid que imitaramos
de ¢él, pues es manso y humilde de corazon. En el Evangelio de hoy,
Jests cena con lideres religiosos y aprovecha la oportunidad para
ensefar algunas cualidades importantes del discipulado, en particu-
lar la humildad. Jesus recomienda otras virtudes, pero nos dice que
la humildad es el fundamento sobre el que se construyen todas las
demas virtudes cristianas.

Amigos, como todos sabemos, nuestra sociedad estd muy orientada
al estatus. En la época de Jesus, la sociedad también era muy con-
sciente del estatus. Esto era especialmente cierto en los banquetes.
La posicion en la mesa del banquete era un indicador de la posicion
social. Si eras cercano al anfitrion, significaba que ocupabas un lu-
gar destacado en la escala social, y si estabas al final de la mesa,
significaba que no eras nadie. Peor aun, el banquete se utilizaba para
mejorar el estatus social.

Si invitabas a los ricos y poderosos, tu estatus social aumentaba;
por otro lado, si invitabas a los débiles y humildes, tu estatus social
descendia un poco. Nuestro Sefior Jesus se oponia a todo este siste-
ma que dividia y menospreciaba a la humanidad. Queria y sigue
queriendo establecer una comunidad donde todos sean iguales y
todos permanezcan “uno” como pueblo de Dios.

Nuestra Santa Biblia nos ensefia que los angeles caidos sufrieron
esa caida debido al orgullo. Jests quiere que no seamos orgullosos,
pues esto nos alejaria de su presencia y bendiciones. Cristo se hu-
milld para curar nuestro orgullo. Amigos, el orgullo nos lleva a
pisotear y aplastar a los demads; en cambio, la humildad siempre nos
anima a velar por el bienestar de los demas. Las lecturas de este fin
de semana nos llaman a imitar a Jesus para que seamos de Dios y
disfrutemos de sus favores. La palabra de Dios dice asi: «Dios re-
siste a los soberbios, pero da gracia a los humildes» (Santiago 4/6).

Un sébado, Jesus fue a comer en casa de uno de los jef-
es de los fariseos, y éstos estaban espiandolo. Mirando
como los convidados escogian los primeros lugares, les
dijo esta parabola:

“Cuando te inviten a un banquete de bodas, no te sientes
en el lugar principal, no sea que haya algin otro invit-
ado mas importante que tu, y el que los invit6 a los dos
venga a decirte: ‘D¢jale el lugar a éste’, y tengas que
ir a ocupar, lleno de vergiienza, el ultimo asiento. Por
el contrario, cuando te inviten, ocupa el tltimo lugar,
para que, cuando venga el que te invitd, te diga: ‘Ami-
go, acércate a la cabecera’. Entonces te veras honrado
en presencia de todos los convidados. Porque el que se
engrandece a si mismo, sera humillado; y el que se hu-
milla, sera engrandecido”.

Luego dijo al que lo habia invitado: “Cuando des una
comida o una cena, no invites a tus amigos, ni a tus her-
manos, ni a tus parientes, ni a los vecinos ricos; porque
puede ser que ellos te inviten a su vez, y con eso que-
darias recompensado. Al contrario, cuando des un ban-
quete, invita a los pobres, a los lisiados, a los cojos y a
los ciegos; y asi seras dichoso, porque ellos no tienen
con qué pagarte; pero ya se te pagard, cuando resuciten
los justos”.

Antecedentes de la lectura del Evangelio

Las comidas desempefiaban un papel importante en la
sociedad en la que vivia Jesus. Mas que un momento
para compartir alimento, eran un momento para compar-
tir ideas y modelar diferentes aspectos de las relaciones
sociales. En el Evangelio de Lucas, son importantes los
lugares donde se comia (en casa de un recaudador de im-
puestos, 5:29), las personas con las que se comia (peca-
dores, 5:30), si una persona se lavaba antes de comer
(11:38) y, como en este caso, el lugar donde se sienta
mientras come. El narrador dice que Jeslis cuenta una
parabola, pero en realidad es un sabio consejo tanto para
invitados como para anfitriones sobre como encontrar la
verdadera felicidad en el banquete celestial.

Jests advierte a los invitados que esperen antes de sen-
tarse a la mesa para que no se les pida que se muevan
si llega alguien mas importante. Esto es mas que una
simple leccion sobre etiqueta en la cena. Es un consejo
sobre codmo encontrar su verdadero lugar en el Reino de
Dios. Jests aconseja a los anfitriones no invitar a cenar
a quienes se espera que les paguen, sino a quienes no
pueden hacerlo: los pobres, los lisiados, los cojos y los
ciegos. Aqui es donde se encuentran las verdaderas ben-
diciones.

En estos dichos, Lucas nos da no solo consejos sobre
como afrontar el fin de los tiempos, sino también sobre
como vivir segun la vision de Jests de una buena socie-
dad. El Evangelio de Lucas también nos aconseja como
la Iglesia debe contribuir a la creacion de esta sociedad.
Es otro ejemplo en el Evangelio de Lucas del cambio
radical que el reino trae consigo.

Background on the Gospel Reading

Meals played an important role in the society in which
Jesus lived. More than a time for sharing nourishment,
they were a time to share ideas and to model different
aspects of social relationships. In Luke’s Gospel, the
places that a person ate (at the home of a tax collector,
5:29), the people with whom a person ate (sinners, 5:30),
whether a person washed before eating (11:38), and, as
is the case here, the place that a person sits while eating
are all important. The narrator says Jesus tells a parable,
but it is really wise advice to both guests and hosts about
finding true happiness at the heavenly banquet.

Jesus warns guests to wait before taking their places at
the table lest they be asked to move if someone more
important arrives. This is more than just a lesson about
dinner etiquette. It is advice on how to find your true
place in the Kingdom of God. Jesus advises hosts not to
invite people who would be expected to repay them to
dinner but to invite those who could not repay: the poor,
the crippled, the lame, and the blind. This is where real
blessings can be found.

In these sayings, Luke gives us not only advice on how
to approach the end times but also on how to live ac-
cording to Jesus’ vision of a good society. Luke’s Gospel
also advises us how the Church must be part of bringing
about this society. It is yet another example in Luke’s
Gospel of the reversal the kingdom brings about.
