News from the Wheel-House

“Whenever anything disagreeable or displeasing happens to
you, remember Christ crucified and be silent. The road is nar-
row. He who wishes to travel it more easily must cast off all
things and use the cross as his cane. In other words, he must
be truly resolved to suffer willingly for the love of God in all
things. Through the Cross, Jesus opened the heaven for us” -
St. John of the Cross

Dear parish family,

Greetings!

May the blessings that Jesus brought us through the Cross
be upon us and give us the strength not to stumble or fall
away from faith at the rough moments of our lives but to stay
strong and win heaven!

Folks, in this bulletin, first of all I want to thank and praise
God for blessing He has offered to the church. Yes, as most of
you know, our catholic church and the whole world have been
blessed with two more saints namely Pier Giorgio Frassati
and Carlo Acutis. This past week on Sept. 7, 2025 Our Pope
Leo XIV celebrated the first canonization Mass of his pontif-
icate in St. Peter’s Square, and have blessed our church with
these two young saints. At the Mass he exhorted the world
saying, “Sts. Pier Giorgio Frassati and Carlo Acutis are an in-
vitation to all of us, especially young people, not to squander
our lives, but to direct them upward and make them master-
pieces. The simple but winning formula of their holiness is
accessible to everyone at any time. “

St. Frassati was born April 6, 1901, in Turin and died there
July 4, 1925, of polio at the age of 24. St. Acutis was born to
Italian parents May 3, 1991, in London and died in Monza,
Italy, Oct. 12, 2006, of leukemia at the age of 15. Even when
illness struck them and cut short their young lives, not even
this stopped them nor prevented them from loving, offering
themselves to God, blessing Him and praying to Him for
themselves and for everyone. The had crosses in their lives
but they bore them with valor remaining in their faith. Yes,
they had an unwavering faith. They did not allow the suffer-
ings to hurl them away from God. Folks, in our lives we easily
stumble, question our faith, stop praying or even coming to
the church when we are hit with health issues, family prob-
lems, loss of our loved ones, financial stress, and the social
problems. We don’t stay steady. We don’t endure. We don’t
show our valor. We allow the sufferings (crosses) to break us
very easily. The lives of these two saints tell us that standing
for God, His values, in short for our faith is always very diffi-
cult but doable. These young saints sow the seeds of hope and
encouragement.

Cross — A Burden / A Blessing: This weekend we celebrate “the
feast of the Exaltation of the Cross”. We do this for two reasons: (1)
to understand the history of the discovery and recovery of the True
Cross and (2) to appreciate better the importance of the symbol and
reality of Christ’s sacrificial love, namely, the cross in the daily life
of every Christian. The Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross
is one of twelve “Master feasts” celebrated in the Church to honor
Jesus Christ, our Lord and Master. The first reading today describes
how God healed the complaining Israelites through the brazen ser-
pent. The second reading reminds us that Jesus humbled himself,
becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross.
In today’s Gospel, answering the question raised by Nicodemus,
Jesus cites the example of how, when the Israelites were in the des-
ert, the impaled brazen serpent (representing the healing power of
God), which God commanded Moses to raise, saved from death the
serpent-bitten Israelites who looked at it. Then Jesus explains how
He is going to save the world by dying on the cross. Redeeming us
through the Cross, Jesus shows us that Cross is not a burden but a
blessing. The lives of all the saints bear witness that it is true. May
the strong and deep testimony of these two young and millennial
saints and the message of this weekend’s liturgy inspire us to do
right thing with our faith!

Big Thanks: (1) Last Wednesday Sept. 10, 2025 we had “Pro-
tecting God’s Children” training for all the volunteers of our
church. It was offered by our Archdiocese. Hereby I want to
thank and appreciate our Archdiocese, the people who offered
it and those who attended it. (2) Last weekend we had a sec-
ond collection for “Capital Improvements” and we collected
$2,759.82. I thank and appreciate your generosity and care for
our church.

Mission Preaching: This weekend we are going to have “Mis-
sion Preaching” at all the Masses to support “the Missionary
Efforts of our Holy Father”. Kindly be generous and thanks for
your generosity.

Our Lady of Sorrows Feast Day Mass on Sept. 15, 2025 at
12Noon will be held in the Chapel since we have a funeral at
12Noon in the main church. A special healing prayer and bless-
ing will be offered to all who are grieving the loss of their loved
ones.

Amigos, en este boletin, ante todo quiero agradecer y alabar a
Dios por las bendiciones que ha brindado a la Iglesia. Si, como
la mayoria de ustedes sabe, nuestra Iglesia catolica y el mun-
do entero han sido bendecidos con dos santos mas: Pier Giorgio
Frassati y Carlo Acutis. La semana pasada, el 7 de septiembre de
2025, nuestro Papa Leon XIV celebro la primera Misa de can-
onizacion de su pontificado en la Plaza de San Pedro y bendijo
nuestra iglesia con estos dos jovenes santos. En la Misa, exhorto
al mundo diciendo: «San Pier Giorgio Frassati y San Carlo Acu-
tis son una invitacion para todos, especialmente para los jovenes,
a no malgastar nuestras vidas, sino a elevarlas y convertirlas en
obras maestras. La sencilla pero cautivadora formula de su santi-
dad es accesible a todos en cualquier momento».

San Frassati nacio el 6 de abril de 1901 en Turin y falleci6 alli
el 4 de julio de 1925, de polio, a los 24 afios. San Acutis nacid
de padres italianos el 3 de mayo de 1991 en Londres y fallecio
en Monza, Italia, el 12 de octubre de 2006, de leucemia, a los
15 afios. Incluso cuando la enfermedad los ataco y truncd sus
jovenes vidas, ni siquiera esto les impidi6 amar, ofrecerse a Dios,
bendecirlo y orarle por ellos mismos y por todos. Tuvieron cru-
ces en sus vidas, pero las soportaron con valentia, permaneci-
endo en su fe. Si, tenian una fe inquebrantable. No permitieron
que el sufrimiento los alejara de Dios. Amigos, en la vida trope-
zamos facilmente, cuestionamos nuestra fe, dejamos de orar o
incluso de ir a la iglesia cuando nos afectan problemas de salud,
familiares, la pérdida de seres queridos, estrés financiero y prob-
lemas sociales. No nos mantenemos firmes. No perseveramos.
No demostramos nuestro valor. Permitimos que el sufrimiento
(las cruces) nos destruya con mucha facilidad. La vida de estos
dos santos nos dice que defender a Dios, sus valores, en resumen,
nuestra fe, siempre es muy dificil, pero factible. Estos jovenes
santos siembran semillas de esperanza y aliento.

Cruz — Una Carga / Una Bendicion: Este fin de semana celebra-
mos la fiesta de la Exaltacion de la Cruz. Lo hacemos por dos
razones:

(1) para comprender la historia del descubrimiento y la recu-
peracion de la Vera Cruz y (2) para apreciar mejor la importan-
cia del simbolo y la realidad del amor sacrificial de Cristo, es
decir, la cruz, en la vida diaria de cada cristiano. La Fiesta de la
Exaltacion de la Santa Cruz es una de las doce fiestas principales
que se celebran en la Iglesia para honrar a Jesucristo, nuestro
Sefior y Maestro. La primera lectura de hoy describe como Dios
sano a los israelitas quejosos mediante la serpiente de bronce.
La segunda lectura nos recuerda que Jesus se humillo, hacién-
dose obediente hasta la muerte, incluso muerte de cruz. En el
Evangelio de hoy, respondiendo a la pregunta de Nicodemo,
Jesus cita el ejemplo de como, cuando los israelitas estaban en
el desierto, la serpiente de bronce empalada (que representa el
poder sanador de Dios), que Dios le ordend a Moisés que levan-
tara, salvo de la muerte a los israelitas mordidos por la serpiente
que la miraron. Luego, Jests explica como salvard al mundo
muriendo en la cruz. Al redimirnos mediante la cruz, Jesus nos
muestra que la cruz no es una carga, sino una bendicion. La vida
de todos los santos da testimonio de su veracidad. Que el fuerte
y profundo testimonio de estos dos jovenes santos milenarios
y el mensaje de la liturgia de este fin de semana nos inspiren a
hacer lo correcto con nuestra fe.

La Exaltacion de la Cruz se refiere a una festividad cristiana,
celebrada el 14 de septiembre, que conmemora la veneracion y
el triunfo de la cruz, simbolo del sacrificio de Cristo, su victo-
ria sobre el pecado y la muerte, y la redencion definitiva de la
humanidad.

The feast calls believers
to embrace the cross as a source of hope, strength, and|
eternal life, recognizing that even our struggles can be
transformed into opportunities for deeper connection with|
God’s love.

Symbol of Redemption: The cross was once a symbol
of suffering and shame, but through Christ’s sacrifice, it
became a sign of salvation, triumph, and the promise of]
eternal life.

Victory Over Sin and Death: The exaltation of the cross
symbolizes Christ’s victory over sin and death, offering a
path to redemption for all believers.

Christian Hope: The cross serves as a beacon of hope,
reminding believers that through Christ, salvation and|
eternal life are offered.

Enduring Love: The Cross represents Jesus’s immeasur-
able love and the ultimate act of mercy.

Universal Salvation: The feast emphasizes the universal-
ity of the work of redemption accomplished through the
Cross.

Historical Commemorations

Discovery of the True Cross: The feast commemorates
St. Helena’s discovery of the True Cross, which was bur-
ied under a temple.

Dedication of the Church of the Holy Sepulchre: It also
marks the dedication of the Basilica of the Holy Sepul-
chre in 335 AD, a church built on the site of Christ’s tomb
and Calvary.

Call to Embrace the Cross
Personal Significance: The feast invites believers to em-
brace their own crosses—their personal struggles—with|
courage and faith, recognizing that these can lead to a
deeper connection with God.
