Dear parish family,

Greetings!

Folks as you all know, last weekend we celebrated “the Twen-
ty Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time” as well as “the Catecheti-
cal Sunday” and also as you heard me through the bulletin and
pulpit announcements that we have started the faith formation
program of this year with “the Blessing of our parish faith for-
mation teachers” at 10:30AM Mass and there after a meeting of
teachers and parents at the Bingo Hall. Everything went well.
Before the Mass at the sacristy Ms. Donna Felzani was briefing
me the events of the day and I asked her about the status of the
registration of the children. She said that it’s very encouraging
because last year by this time we had only eighty kids registered
but this year we have got over hundred and ten kids registered.
And added saying that for the Confirmation Program we have
got nineteen registrations so far. I was happy to hear that and said
that we are on the right direction and thank God for blessing us to
have this growth. I congratulated her and the team for their great
work. And at the Bingo Hall, the parents did more registrations.
This year at the meeting of parents and teachers we had a great
turn over and counting it one of our parishioners shared a com-
ment with me saying, “praise to God for adding more people and
life to our parish”. I said “Amen”. Folks, God, who is blessing
us to grow in numbers, is calling us to grow in the quality of life
through the readings of this weekend. He calls us to avoid the
complacency and the state of being insensitive toward the plight
of others.

Not the Distance but the Connection with the Afflicted People is
the Plan of God: This weekend we are celebrating “the Twenty
Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time”. The readings of this weekend’s
liturgy call us to check the quality of our life. Folks, last weekend
we were exhorted through the readings to avoid taking advantage
of other people focusing on our personal gains alone, to stop de-
ceiving others, and to become responsible in managing our life.
We heard in the gospel how the dishonest and disloyal steward
was removed from his position and how he acted quickly and
prudently to make the things for his better future. This week-
end we are called to avoid the insensitiveness toward the plight
of others and warned against the selfish and extravagant use of
God’s blessings, like wealth and other resources of our life. The
readings call us to improve the quality of life that we may not be
deprived of ourselves the blessed future.

In the gospel of this weekend, we hear about the parable of the
rich man and the afflicted Lazarus. The rich man was not just the
one who had wealth but was the one who maintained a ‘distance’
between himself and others especially the poor and needy. Not
just a physical distance but an emotional, social and intellectual
distance. He excluded the afflicted and needy from his life.

He excluded the one who is different and at the lower level
of society. The parable calls us to have a heart of mercy and
compassion, a heart with sympathy and empathy. It wants us
to avoid being indifferent, insensitive and callous. Folks, in our
life do feel that all the poor persons are lazy, are ‘con’ persons,
bleeding the system if so then we are not only trying to maintain
distance from the ‘Lazaruses” in the society but also, we are
justifying our position by those explanations.

Through the readings God is calling us to give a pulpable em-
bodiment to His love through our life. He wants us to improve
the quality of our life. May God bless us all to do everything to
help others to know how God’s love looks like through our life!
Big Thanks: Last weekend we had a second collection for “the
Clery Trust” a fund that help to care all the retired priests of our
archdiocese of Boston and we collected $ 2727.92. 1 thank and
appreciate your generosity.

Antecedentes de la lectura del Evangelio

Un tema central en el Evangelio de Lucas es la importancia
del cuidado de los pobres en la vida del discipulado. En la
parébola del Evangelio de hoy, Jests contrasta la vida de
un hombre rico con la del pobre Lazaro, quien vive a la
sombra del rico y su riqueza. Ambos mueren. Lazaro se en-
cuentra en el cielo; el rico, en el inframundo. El rico le pide
ayuda a Lazaro en su tormento. Pero Abraham le recuerda
al rico las cosas buenas que tuvo en su vida y describe la
situacion actual como un cambio de fortuna. El rico en-
tonces pide que envien a Lazaro a advertir a su familia,
pero se lo niegan recordandole que Moisés y los profetas
advirtieron del juicio para quienes descuidan el cuidado de
los pobres.

En el contexto del Evangelio de Lucas, esta parabola, pro-
nunciada en presencia de una multitud, forma parte de la
respuesta de Jesus a unos fariseos. Estos fariseos son de-
scritos en el Evangelio de Lucas como “amantes del dine-
ro”. (Nota: Los fariseos eran seguidores de una secta del ju-
daismo activa antes, durante y después de la vida de Jesus.
Ensefiaban una interpretacion oral de la Ley de Moisés
como base de la piedad judia popular. Ponian menos én-
fasis en el culto en el Templo y mas en la aplicacion de la
ley a la vida cotidiana. Aunque a menudo se los retrata neg-
ativamente en los Evangelios, compartian muchas de las
preocupaciones de Jesus y de la Iglesia primitiva sobre la
ley). Jests observo que las acciones de algunos fariseos de-
lataban prioridades equivocadas: hablaban de una manera,
pero actuaban de otra. La historia del hombre rico y Lazaro
demuestra la importancia del cuidado de los pobres y es un
recordatorio para aquellos que seguirian a Jests de la poca
importancia de la riqueza a los ojos de Dios.

Background on the Gospel Reading

A major theme in the Gospel of Luke is the importance
of the care of the poor in the life of discipleship. In the
parable found in today’s Gospel, Jesus contrasts the life
of a rich man and the poor man, Lazarus, who lives in the
shadow of the rich man and his wealth. Both die. Lazarus
finds himself in heaven; the rich man in the netherworld.
The rich man asks for assistance from Lazarus in his tor-
ment. But Abraham reminds the rich man of the good
things he had in his life and describes the current situa-
tion as a reversal of fortunes. The rich man then asks that
Lazarus be sent to warn his family, but this is denied with
the reminder that Moses and the prophets have warned of
judgment for those who neglect the care of the poor.

In the context of Luke’s Gospel, this parable, delivered in
the presence of a crowd of listeners, is part of Jesus’ re-
sponse to some Pharisees. These Pharisees are described
in Luke’s Gospel as “loving money.” (Note: The Phari-
sees were followers of a sect of Judaism active before,
during, and after Jesus’ lifetime. They taught an oral in-
terpretation of the Law of Moses as the basis for popular
Jewish piety. They put less emphasis on Temple worship
and more on applying the law to everyday life. Though
they are often portrayed negatively in the Gospels, they
shared many of Jesus’ and the early Church’s concerns
about the law.) Jesus observed that the actions of some
Pharisees betrayed misplaced priorities: they spoke one
way, but acted in another. The story of the rich man and
Lazarus demonstrates the importance of the care of the
poor and is a reminder to those who would follow Jesus
of the unimportance of wealth in the eyes of God.
