News from the Wheel-House

“To one who has Faith, no explanation is necessary. To one with-
out Faith, no explanation is possible.” - St. Thomas Aquinas

Dear parish family,

May God, who calls us to hold the faith in times of adversities,
help us to do it that we may not lose the best!

Last Tuesday after the evening Novena Mass I was in the can-
dle room doing my prayers before the statue of Padre Pio and I
heard the rectory door bell. When I answered the door, I saw a
guy. I know that he is a homeless person. He asked me, do you
remember me? And I said, yes, I do and added how can I help
you? The help that he asked literally made me to cry within my
heart. He asked for the same help that he did last time. He said, “I
don’t need your money but your time”. He said, I feel very lonely
and I need you to listen me and talk to me”. I said, of course I
will help him with that”. He talked about where he was working
before he became homeless, how he would be part of YMCA
and Salvation Army to help other people, how is suffering with
his health issues etc. When he was detailing all the above stuff,
I was just listening to him. Toward the end, he mentioned that
he’s hoping that all the adversities of his present time would end
and again he would have a blessed life. After a while He stopped
and thanked me for my time and when he was about to leave,
again | asked if he would want to have couple of dollars to meet
his needs. He said, “no” but he said that he would take fruits if I
could offer him. And I did it. Having received the fruits again he
thanked me and left. Folks, you know when I came in after see-
ing him off, I thanked God for blessing me to do that good deed.
And you know one more thing, his hope for better tomorrow is
still reverberating within me. In our life, as we witness violence,
strife, contention, terror and deterioration and they are becoming
the norm of the day, we tend to lose our hope for better tomor-
row, we question about God, and faith in Him especially when
suffering doesn’t seem to end or good things are long delayed.
But the readings of this weekend call us to hope against hope.

Hope in God Does Not Disappoint Us: This weekend we are
celebrating “the Twenty Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time”. All
three readings for the 27th Sunday in Ordinary Time speak about
Faith and how it works in our lives. Please remember here the
above quote of St. Thomas Aquinas, “To one who has Faith, no
explanation is necessary. To one without Faith, no explanation is
possible.” It is this Faith that serves as the nucleus of our read-
ings today, showing us three dimensions of Faith. The theologi-
cal virtue of Faith enables us to believe something to be true, and
therefore worthy of trust, simply because it has been revealed to
us by God. In his instructions to Timothy, Paul, who elsewhere
defines Faith as, “the assurance of the things hoped for” (Heb
11:1), shows Faith operating as a believing, trusting, loving rela-
tionship with Christ. Folks, Christian Faith is that trusting Faith
in God in action, expressed by steadfast loyalty, fidelity, and total
commitment to Him, resulting in our offering ourselves to Him
in those we encounter, through our humble, loving service.

The first reading presents Faith as trusting in God and faithfully living
out His Covenant with us. Here, Faith is shown as hope and steadfast
expectation in the face of suffering and delay. God assures the prophet
that Faith gives us access to Divine power, and, hence, the just will live
righteous lives in the midst of encircling evil because of their Faith.
In the second reading, Paul presents Faith as our acceptance of Jesus
as the fulfillment of the promises of God. Paul stresses the need for a
living Faith in, and loyalty to, Christ’s teachings handed down to us
by the Church. In today’s Gospel, Jesus teaches his Apostles that Faith
gives us a share in God’s power, and, hence, even in small quantities,
it allows God to work miracles in our lives and in the lives of others.
It is Faith, meaning reliance on, or confidence in, God, which makes
one just, putting one into right relation with God and neighbor. While
the Apostles ask for an increase in the quantity of their Faith Jesus re-
minds them, and so us, that the quality of one’s Faith is more important
than the quantity. A small amount of deep Faith can accomplish great
things if that small amount of Faith is placed in a great, mighty, and
all-powerful God. Using a master-servant parable, Jesus also teaches
them, and us, that for Faith to be effective, it must be linked with trust,
obedience, and total commitment — an active submission to God with
a willingness to do whatever He commands. May God help us to hold
and profess the faith braving the adversities of our life that we may not
miss the blessings, the promises of faith!

escuchaba. Hacia el final, menciond que espera que todas las ad-
versidades de su tiempo actual terminen y que vuelva a tener una
vida bendecida. Después de un rato, se detuvo y me agradeciod
por mi tiempo. Cuando estaba a punto de irse, le pregunté de
nuevo si queria un par de dolares para cubrir sus necesidades.
Dijo que no, pero que aceptaria frutas si se las ofrecia. Y asi lo
hice. Después de recibir las frutas, me dio las gracias de nuevo
y se fue. Amigos, cuando entré después de despedirlo, le di gra-
cias a Dios por haberme bendecido para hacer esa buena obra.
Y, ¢saben una cosa mas? Su esperanza de un futuro mejor ain
resuena en mi. En nuestra vida, al presenciar violencia, conflic-
tos, contiendas, terror y deterioro, que se convierten en la norma,
tendemos a perder la esperanza en un futuro mejor y cuestiona-
mos a Dios y la fe en El, especialmente cuando el sufrimiento
no parece terminar o las cosas buenas se demoran mucho. Pero
las lecturas de este fin de semana nos llaman a tener esperanza
contra toda esperanza.

La esperanza en Dios no nos decepciona: Este fin de semana cel-
ebramos el Vigésimo Séptimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario.
Las tres lecturas del Vigésimo Séptimo Domingo del Tiempo
Ordinario hablan sobre la fe y como actia en nuestras vidas. Re-
cuerden la cita anterior de Santo Tomas de Aquino: «Para quien
tiene fe, no necesita explicacion. Para quien no tiene fe, ninguna
explicacion es posible». Es esta fe la que sirve como nucleo de
nuestras lecturas de hoy, mostrandonos tres dimensiones de la fe.
La virtud teologal de la fe nos permite creer que algo es verdade-
ro 'y, por lo tanto, digno de confianza, simplemente porque nos ha
sido revelado por Dios. En sus instrucciones a Timoteo, Pablo,
quien en otro lugar define la fe como «la certeza de lo que se es-
pera» (Hebreos 11:1), muestra la fe operando como una relacion
de fe, confianza y amor con Cristo. Amigos, la fe cristiana es esa
fe confiada en Dios en accion, expresada por una

lealtad firme, fidelidad y un compromiso total con El, que resulta en
nuestra entrega a El en quienes nos rodean, mediante nuestro servicio
humilde y amoroso.

La primera lectura presenta la fe como la confianza en Dios y la fideli-
dad a su alianza con nosotros. Aqui, la fe se muestra como esperanza y
firmeza ante el sufrimiento y la demora. Dios asegura al profeta que la
fe nos da acceso al poder divino y, por lo tanto, los justos viviran vidas
rectas en medio del mal que los rodea gracias a su fe. En la segunda
lectura, Pablo presenta la fe como nuestra aceptacion de Jestis como
el cumplimiento de las promesas de Dios. Pablo enfatiza la necesidad
de una fe viva y lealtad a las ensefianzas de Cristo transmitidas por la
Iglesia. En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesus ensefa a sus apdstoles que la fe
nos da una participacion en el poder de Dios y, por lo tanto, incluso en
pequeiias cantidades, permite a Dios obrar milagros en nuestras vidas
y en las de los demas. Es la fe, es decir, la confianza en Dios, la que
nos hace justos, estableciendo una relacion correcta con Dios y el proji-
mo. Mientras los Apdstoles pedian un aumento en la cantidad de su fe,
Jesus les recuerda, y a nosotros también, que la calidad de la fe es mas
importante que la cantidad. Una pequeia dosis de fe profunda puede
lograr grandes cosas si se deposita en un Dios grande, poderoso y todo-
poderoso. Mediante la parabola del amo y el siervo, Jesus también les
ensefa, y nos ensefia, que para que la fe sea efectiva, debe estar unida a
la confianza, la obediencia y el compromiso total: una sumision activa
a Dios con la disposicién a hacer todo lo que El manda. ;Que Dios nos
ayude a mantener y profesar la fe, afrontando las adversidades de la
vida, para que no perdamos las bendiciones y las promesas de la fe!
